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LEEDS/BRADFORD NEWS 

Leeds/Bradford Airport=s Managing Director, Ed Anderson, took over as Chairman of the Airport Opera-
tors Association (AOA) at its annual meeting in London on 6th March.

Ed Anderson wil l follow Geoff Muirhead (the Chief Executive of Manchester Airport) as Chairman and the 
new Vice Chairman in 2002 is to be Roger Cato, the Managing Director of London Heathrow. 

Expressing pride in taking on the position Ed Anderson said, Al t is a reflection of the growing significance 
of Leeds/Bradford that its Managing Director has been asked to take on the role of Chairman of the 
Association. I am very much looking forward to becoming Chairman in a year in which the Government is 
developing future air transport policy®. 

I am sure all members wil l join me in wishing Mr Anderson much success during his year of Chair. 

Inclusive tour enthusiasts who had bet on Britain's February weather not being the best, helped boost last 
month=s inclusive tour passengers using Leeds/Bradford International Airport (LBIA ) to 32,533. 

Following on January's total of 31,502 IT passengers this means a combined total of 64,035 was the highest 
yet in this sector for these two winter months. 

The overall number of passengers in the first two months totalled 144,796. Of these, 68,903 were on 
domestic flights and 75,893 on International scheduled services. 

Individual domestic route totals for February, compared with those for a year ago 
included: ' i :

Connecting flights with European Hub airports in February saw 19,114 passengers on KLMuk's Amsterdam 
route, 8,148 on BMI's Paris service and 16,379 on Sabena's Brussels flights which enjoyed a healthy 13.89% 
rise during February. 

The rate of climb of some domestic scheduled services was not as steep as in the previous last two months, 
when conditions on the railways led to big increases in passengers taking to the air on services between LBL \ 
and Scotland and the South of England. 

Ryanair  have published their Summer 2001 timetable and it appears they are to axe 7 flights a week from 
LBA. The 14:00 afternoon flight has been withdrawn on every day of the week. 

This wil l leave LBA with two flights each weekday and a single flight on Saturdays and Sundays. 

Two dates for your diaries are May 19th and May 25th which wil l see the annual flights to and from Lourdes. 
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AIRPOR T NEWS 

Luton have new owners, after airports group TBI have announced it wil l take majority control of the 
airport, and also seek to reach an agreement over handling charges with Easyjet. 

Easyjet had criticised current owners, Barclays, over increasing baggage and passenger handling fees. TBI are 
confident they can resolve the problem. 

TBI already have management control over Cardiff, Belfast and Stockholm Skavsta airports. 

Manchester's second runway came to good use on Saturday 10th March, after a Pakistan International 
Airlines evacuated on the old runway 24R after landing following a bomb scare. Al l arrivals and departures 
then used the new runway 24L. This is the first time it has operated single runway operation from the new 
runway. 

Seattle airport was closed on February 28th following the much-reported earthquake. The earthquake 
happened at about 10:55 a.m. local time and measured 6.8 on the Richter scale. 

A temporary tower was established and some operations resumed in the afternoon. No major damage to the 
terminals was reported, but concourses were closed pending assessments. 

The epicentre was located about 35 miles South West of Seattle and caused major damage to Boeing Fields 
main 10,000 ft runway. The runway is built on landfill, and when the quake hit, the soil liquefied and oozed 
through cracks up to 2@ wide in the 18@ concrete. The runway could be closed for up to three months while 
repairs are actioned. However Boeing Fields 3,710 ft runway wil l be available, and Boeing wil l be allowed to 
fly  out 14 planes immediately, which are destined for customers, from the main runway. 

AIRLIN E NEWS 

Britis h Airways has announced it has no interest in the A.380. Dick Wyatt Head of Fleet Planning for BA 
said the decision had been reached after the company researched and studied the aircraft during the past 
several months. Wyatt added the aircraft did not make economic sense for BA AThere are too few routes that 
suit large aircraft and we believe markets wil l continue to fragment.® 

The airline has also announced it has made an offer to acquire British Regional Airlines Group, which 
consists of British Regional and Manx Airlines. Brifish Regional has been a BA franchise partner since 
1995. A press statement gives the reassurance AThere are no plans to withdraw or reduce regional services 
as a result of the announcement®. The offer is subject to approval by The Office of Fair Trading. Comple-
tion is expected around mid April . 

Britis h European have ordered 12 Regional jet R.J. lOO's, with opfions on 8 more. Deliveries are due to 
commence in April 2002. 

Go, BA's low cost, no frill s carrier has announced it is to set up a second base at Bristol. Flights wil l 
commence to a number of European desfinations on May 22nd, exactly three years since Go started 
operations at its home base of London Stansted. Go claims they wil l carry one million passengers from 
Bristol in the first 12 months of operafion. . , 

Ryanair  have announced seven new European routes. Starting April 5th Ryanair wil l fly from Stansted to 
Brussels(Charleroi), Gothenburg(Save), Stockholm(Vasteras), Salzburg, Esbjerg, and Pescara and Trieste 
(both in Italy). 

Ryanair expects to increase its passenger figure to 9,000,000 in 2001, flying 52 routes to 47 destinafions 
using 36 Boeing 737's. 
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AIRCRAF T NEWS 

The last MD-11 was delivered on February 22nd. The aircraft was destined for Lufthansa, and was the 200th 
example produced. 

OTHE R NEWS 

A report released in February details how a BA pilot became struck by lightning on the flight deck of a 
Boeing 757. The incident happened while the aircraft was on approach to Amsterdam during October last 
year. The First Officer was resting his arm close to the v^^ndscreen, suffered an electrical bum to his chest. 
The plane landed safely and nobody else was hurt. It is believed this was the first incident on record of a pilot 
himself being struck while on the flight deck.

Airport=^ s January/February Holiday Passenger  Total was Highest Yet 

Inclusive tour enthusiasts who had bet on Britain's February weather not being of the best, helped boost last 
month's total of inclusive tour passengers using Leeds Bradford International Airport (LBIA) , by 7.96% to 
32,533. 

Following on January's total of 31,502 IT passengers, this means the combined total of 64,035 was the 
highest yet in this sector for these two winter months. 

The overall number of passengers in all sectors in those two months was 212,217, with the February 
contribution of 109,226 up 8.59% over the same month last year. 

Scheduled service passengers in the first two months totalled 144,796. Of these. 68,903 were on domestic 
flights and 75,893 on international scheduled services. 

Individual domestic route totals for February, compared with those for a year ago included: 
Heathrow Shuttle (bmi Brifish Midland) 17,316 - up 1.59%, 
Edinburgh (bmi) 2,624 - up 4.63%, 
Glasgow (bmi) 2,857 - up 4.46%, 
Southampton (Brifish Regional Airlines) 1,848 - up 5.90%, 
Aberdeen (BRA) 1,556 - up 10.20%, 
Dublin (Ryanair) 12,879 - up 23.93%. 

Connecting flights with European hub airports in February saw 19,114 passengers on KLM uk's Amsterdam 
route; 8,148 on bmi's Paris (Charles de Gaulle) service and 16,379 on Sabena's Brussels flights which enjoyed 
a healthy 13.89% rise during February. 

The rate of climb of some domestic scheduled services was not quite so steep as in the previous two months, 
when conditions on the railways led to big increases in passengers taking to the air on services between LBA 
and Scotland, and the South of England.

The latest flights (this year) are of my most recent trip to America when I went with several other enthusiasts, visiting many 
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YY Z and all that

The surgeon told me that I needed major surgery but as I planned to go to Canada for Christmas, he would schedule the 
operation for early January. As I had already booked and paid for our tickets, this offer came as a relief and would take my mind 
off what was to come. 

Normally we like to fly from LBA via Amsterdam but the 10.40 departure can be unreliable due to slots at AMS (and winter 
weather) and the 08.30 is too early for my wife who gets bored whilst I spot for a couple of hours. So we searched and found 
that Air Canada were offering seats in AComfyO class. Further investigation revealed that, whilst the aircraft is configured for 
both business and cattle class, the former does not apply on this route. So, seats are offered at a premium and whilst service 
is the same throughout the aircraft, the extra legroom and the fact that 2 stewards give priority to the 36 passengers who have 
their own toilet, we went for it. 

I was surprised to find that Air Canada now use Terminal 1 at Manchester but as it makes spotting easier, 1 have no 
complaints. As I don't often make it to Manchester, the numerous aircraft were mostly new to me. Our flight AC840 was 
due out at 08.55 and the aircraft was the B.767 which I consider to be almost obscene C-FUCL and on which 1 have 
previously flown. Takeoff was from Runway 23 at 09.46 and a quick up and down had us in Glasgow at 10.22. Not a lot 
to be seen although 1 was happy to log TF-FIP B757 of Icelandair Just over an hour later we were on our way and a very 
comfortable flight saw us in Toronto at 13.35 local. The onboard film was AChicken RunO but unfortunately, lunch was 
served after a few minutes and I'm afraid I can't watch a film and eat at the same time so missed most of it. As we taxied in, 
we passed Airbuses N449FE and N664FE of FEDEX and finally docked alongside F-OHME, an A320 of Mexicana. 

It was very cold, certainly down to -27 degrees on one occasion but I still managed a visit to Pearson. The new runway is 
now in use and the new Terminal One is taking shape. Unfortunately, when it is complete and in use, the best viewing spot 
wil l be demolished. However on this occasion, by keeping on the move and nipping down to the loo once or twice, I kept 
myself reasonably warm and managed to log a few goodies. Another A320 F-OHMM of Mexicana, B737-8Q8 9Y-ANU of 
BWIA stood out amongst the regulars and Citation N379QS and Global Express N399GS in primer added to my pleasure. 
A couple of Air Canada's newly acquired B767s were in evidence and Embraers are appearing regularly amongst the Canadair 
RJs. Of course, the Air Canada/Canadian fleet in a mix of colour schemes dominate the scene and it has to be an A330/A340 
(except one A319) to be a Acop®. 

Time sadly waits for no man and check-in for AC842 was soon upon us and take-off was scheduled for 20.25 but didn't occur 
until 21.04 which allowed for some Ain the dark® spotting. Air France had A340 F-GLZU but I couldn't identify BA's B777. 
My last sighting before boarding B767 C-GAVA was the A319 C-GBIM mentioned above. 

Another uneventful flight was livened up by an invite to the front office and as we crossed the Irish Coast, Shannon was 
clearly visible below and then we turned North towards Glasgow. Apparently the strength of the Jetstream had caused us to 
use a more Southeriy track than normal which explained why we were over Shannon. 

Glasgow had littl e to oflfer but as I do not get to see any of GO's aircraft, G-IGOL was a first. EMB 145 SE-DZB was 
operating for British Midland whilst G-EMBO was representing BRAL. 

The final flight down to Manchester gave fantastic views of the Lake District and Blackpool Tower and Warton Airfield were 
cleariy visible. A left turn took us over Samlesbury where the unused and snow covered mnways were simple to identify 
Landing at MAN was at 10.22 on Runway 23. We had as ever had a great holiday but 1 wasn't really looking forward to my 
next meeting with the surgeon.
