The final nail in the coffin of Sheffield Airport could be hammered home if council leaders agree to 
axing it completely - less than ten years after it first opened, and it could shut within months if cabinet 
members back proposals to be discussed at a meeting next week. For years the beleaguered city 
airport has struggled to keep afloat as one by one each of the airlines operating there pulled out. Now 
it operates only as an airbase for private aircraft and helicopter pleasure flights, losing about £250,000-
a-year. 
Earlier this year independent consultants Yorkshire Aviation produced a damning report on the 
airport, recommending it should be closed. Sheffield Counci l , which owns the land, ordered an 
independent inquiry into the future of the airport, asking for all interested parties to have a say on 
possible future options. The airport cost £20m to open and has operated at a loss of nearly £5.8m, 
leaving a £25m deficit. The report said that it failed on a number of levels, including the problem that 
the runway was not long enough to carry many average-sized passenger or cargo planes, plus 
there was no capacity to extend it. 

The only way it could be a "viable option" now would be for it to be sold for upwards of £25m. But as 
no buyer has come forward, council leaders are expected to agree to its closure by 2007, when - for 
just £1 - the council will be obliged to allow the transfer of the freehold of the land to Sheffield 
Business Park Ltd. 

The land could be used for housing or a business park, although initially part of the runway would 
remain, so the airport could still be operational for private aircraft.
