3, hircraft descending for Manchester (or Leeds..) and even EMA or Birminghem will
descend in this arca and when passing FL140 will call Manchester Control on 126,65 or
124.,2. These two frequencies should be for separate traffic zones but. they seen to
interchange regulorly.

4+ Oceanic traffic

a) Eastbound - off the Ocean }

In the mornings, usually before 10,00 hr, many flights come into Europe from off the
pond destined for London or poihts beyond. If you listen early and the general
traffic is light then the 128,05 frequency might not be operational and all traffic
will u=e 131,05, Iepending upon your positioen and your receiver it can be poscible tw
aear aircraft reporting their position as they cross Dublin (DUE) or Delfast (DEL)
and then routing direct to OTH or to HON via WAL. In this event they may not call

up again until the change over to 133.7 or as they pass more ox less overhead to
change to 134.25 routing over 0T, If traffic is heavier, or after about 03,00 hr,
then 128,05 will be operational and only traffic on imber 1 and Amber 2, or that
routing over OTR will call up on 131,05,

b) Westbound 4

From around 11,00 hr., the procession west can beginr, Depending on the weather con-
ditions over the ocean, tracks can be more northerly or southerly from day to day.
This causes different patterns of traffic and thus different airlines to route over-
head. Somedays Dlue 1 and Red 4 are virtually unused, others they are very busy with
LH and XL aircreft in phrtlculur. fircraft crossing OTR and calling up on 131,05 are
usually given a squalk, this may help initially if you are unsure whore an aircraft
is celling from if the pilot does not give his position. sircraft northbound on
imber 1 will already have a squalk allocated to them from their previous frequency,

No matter what oceanic routes are in use some flights always travel up fmber 1 as
they routc over the North Pole, viac finchorage, to the Orient, These include KEQ02
from Paris to Seoul, J.L flights from Londen and Paris, somc Pan-im flights, the
Jestern C~10 from Gatwick, and a few Lir France freight flights, AF274 and AF6T4,
