Scot Airways Dornier 328s were also in evidence, with the first
visit of G-CCGS on 28/11 routing Edinburgh to London City(“Suckling 584P/ 585A") and the following
day G-BZOG, London City to Manchester(“Suckling 586B/465P"). Eastern Airways Saab 2000 G-
CDKA was also noted on the 28" Aberdeen to Birmingham (“Eastflight 817P/1817), returning the next
day Birmingham — Humberside(“Eastflight 1820/820P). On 25/11 Thomsonfly Boeing 767/300 G-
OBYB operated the first of the series of charters for P&O. Positioning from Manchester the aircraft
departed direct to Bridgetown, Jamaica as “Britannia 798A". The final charter of the month was Air
Excel 737/800 G-XLAE which positioned from Manchester on 29/11 to operate a flight to view the
Northern Lights. Arriving back just before midnight, the aircraft positioned out to Southend on 1/

Now onto the more interesting examples, starting on the 1% when Citationjet N498YY was
from and to Luton. The 3™ saw Premier 1 LX-PMR(“Ballistic 03A/B") put in appearance from Nice to
Luxemburg and this was joined by our annual November visitor, Falcon 900 NS00SJ which arrived
from Luton. ‘900SJ is usually accompanied by Gulfstream 5 N16NK(noted at Newcastle 6/11), however
this year Gulfstream 4 N94FL arrived from Bangor International. It seems likely they were connected
as both aircraft departed on the morning of the 6", ‘94FL back to Bangor and '900SJ to Teterboro'.
Moving onto 5/11 when Lear Jet 55 D-COOL(“Premium 86") was from Alicante to Munich followed on
the 7" by Citationjet 2 D-IETZ("Global Jet 160A/B"), from Manhiem to Nice. A very old Falcon 50, F-
GGVB(c/n 11) paid two visits, f/t Le Bourget each time, as “Leadair 113B" on 10/11 and “Leadair
114B" on 12/11. Joining the Falcon on the 12" was compatriot, Citationjet F-HAJD from Le Bourget to
Orleans. Star Aviation's Citation 2 N145DF arrived from Hawarden on 14/11, staying overnight before
making the short hop to Elvington.

The star of this section arrived from Savannah on 15/11 in the shape of Gulfstream 450 N142HC,
which is a first visit of type for this updated version of the ubiquitous G.4. Unusually using a call sign,
“TYB 452", the aircraft stayed overnight before heading to Luton. Citation Bravo N550FP (“Flying
Group 431B") was an early arrival on 17/11 from its base at Antwerp, returning home later in the day.
Another early arrival on the 18" was Falcon 900EX F-GOYA, f/t Le Bourget, while the following day
Aviation Beauport put in a, now rare appearance with Citation 1 N527EW (“Beauport SEW"), f/t
Jersey. Old friend, Lear Jet 35A LX-ONE(“Lion King 1 Ambulance”) was noted on the 20", from Faro
to Koln/Bonn. Citationjet OY-JMC(“Mermaid 6429") of Air Alsie visited f/t Billund on the 23" while a late
arrival from Keflavic on 25/11 was Lear Jet 35A C-FPRP of Skyservice Aviation. The latter stayed until
27/11 when it routed to Athens. The final two Bizjets this month were on 29/11 when, initially Wal-Mart
Challenger N601HW arrived from Dusseldorf only to stay until 2/12 before heading to Gander. This
was joined later by Beechjet EC-HTR which arrived from Barcelona and spent the night parked on the
old runway 27 before departing to

Valencia.

To round of this section we run down the regulars, Falcon 900EASy N9OONS visited just twice, on 8/
11 and 18/11, f/t Jersey on both occasions. Citation X P4-LJG was noted just once, on 8/11 from
Dublin to Bristol/Filton. Lear Jet N66DN was more active, Luton — Faro(18/11), Faro — Luton(20/11, n/
s until 24/11) and f/t Luton(25/11).

Europa G-PEGY
went to Wombleton on the 9" and was still absent at the month’s end while another departure was
FRA.152 G-BFGL which went to Swansea on 7/11. ‘GL was collected by AA-5B G-BIBT and may be
on long term lease in Wales as it has been there before. Robin HR.200 G-BXGW left for Oxford early
morning on the 14" and was still away at the end of the month, however it was noted in early
December in a completely white “colour scheme”. Another of the Robins G-BXDT is reported to have
made a heavy landing at Teesside some time in mid November, resulting in the prop touching the
runway. By the time you read this the aircraft should have returned to Multiflight, by road.

Also on the 10" the Perpignan Rugby Union team arrived for their match with Leeds
Tykes, on board Regional EMB 145 F-GUBA(“Regional 1021/2", F/T Perpignan, n/s).

Of the schedule airlines, Ryanair produced a plethora of first visiting 737/800s, EI-CSF(9/12), El-

residents can throw away their earplugs!). Air Southwest had a problem on 30/12 with the inbound
evening flight cancelled, but ATR.42 G-DRFC positioned in from Coventry(“Swallow 02P") to operate
the outbound Bristol flight. British Midland EMB 145 PH-RXA operated a few flights this month,
however the aircraft has now been reregistered in their sequence, as G-RJXM. Quite a number of
the KLM Amsterdam flights were operated by Fokker 70s this month instead of the usual Fokker
100s. Finally a first visit by LTE/Volare Airbus EC-IEJ took place on 23/12.

Jet2 News. The second Boeing 757 G-LSAB finally arrived, after some delay, on 29/12 positioning
from Southend. 737 G-CELE positioned to Bucharest for checks on 19/12 with the crew bringing G-

As the year winds down so it seems do the visits by foreign Bizjets. We start this month with the
Premier 1 LX-PMR (“Ballistic 02B/C") which arrived from Nice on 2/12 departing for Luxemburg later
in the day. This machine was back on the 10", this time from Gatwick to Nice(“Ballistic 10A/B"). On &/
12 Citationjet D-ISCH was a visitor, f/t Schwabisch Hall and was joined by Citation XL HB-VNI of
Century Aviation, f/t Farnborough. The star attraction this month was Global Express HB-IHQ which
positioned in from Zurich on 10/12 to operate a charter to Saint Johns, Antigua. The return trip, on 22",
saw the aircraft arrive from Philipsburg/Princess Juliana in the Netherlands Antilles before staying
overnight and routing to Moscow/Vnukovo. Falcon 50 N228FJ, of the Emmanuel Group arrived from
Luton on 11/12 and, after night stopping, headed home via Saint Johns, Newfoundland. The 11" also
saw Citationjet N282CJ make the first of three visits this month, from Bournemouth to Southampton.
This aircraft returned on 16/12, Guernsey to Coventry and 19/12, f/t Guernsey. A first time visitor on
13/12 was brand new Lear Jet 60 EI-REX (“Highflyer 60A") of Airlink. This aircraft was f/t Dublin and
returned the next day routing Dublin to Pardubice in the Czech Republic. Citation V OE-GAA was in
evidence on 14/12, routing Palma to Inverness as “Tyrol Ambulance 722/731" and Citation 2 HB-
VMX(“Jet Aviation 102/103") was f/t Zurich on the 22™,

The regulars were pretty quiet this time around as well, with Falcon 900EASy N90ONS being f/t
Jersey on 9/12, staying until 11/12, Lear Jet 45 N66DN visiting 14/12(f/t Luton) and 15/12(Luton -
Altenrhien) and Beechjet N79EL Luton to East Midlands on 24/12 and the same in reverse on 27/12.

Foreign G.A. Merlin F-GGVG kicks off this section, arriving on 1/12 from Le Bourget as “Air Lec 226"
and staying until 3/12 before heading home. Lancair Columbia 400 N400OUK was noted on 4/12, from
Cardiff to Biggin Hill and PA-28 Pathfinder N235PF was f/t Southend on 6/12. The 6" also saw Beech
36 N671B arrive from Ronaldsway, stay until the 17", only to return on the 19" and still be present at
the years end. An interesting arrival on 9/12 was Cirrus SR.20 N241CD, which diverted from Sherburn.
This aircraft was on delivery from Gronningen but due to bad weather landed here and stayed until
12/12 before finally making it to its' new home, Sherburn, where it is to be reregistered G-GEMM. The
10" saw King Air 300 D-IKOS visit from Munich to Nurnburg while another of the type D-COEB was
logged on 20/12, f/t Paderborn. TBM.700 N228CX was noted on 13/12, routing from Southend to
Blackpool. SR.22 N40GD routed Sherburn to Denham early morning on the 15" making the return
journey early afternoon. King Air C.90 N34RF was a first visitor on 18/12 from Guernsey to East
Midlands. This machine, which has reputedly replaced similar type N587PB with Montgomery Aviation,
returned on New Years Eve, again from Guernsey. Beech A.36 N36SU was noted on 21/12, fit
Fairoaks, where it is a new resident. Finally we finish with a couple of helicopters, MD.369E
N5144Q(“Bladerunner 001") called for fuel on 14/12, routing from Skipton to Manchester. The Squirrel
SE-JHC also needed fuel on 6/12, from Huddersfield to Sheffield and was back on 8/12, f/t Sheffield
where it was temporarily based while on local survey work.

British G.A. The 1st was quite busy, with Eurocopter G-FEES(“Woodstock 16") arriving from Pudsey,
for a refuel and Cessna 208 G-OERD("Air Med 055/056"). PA-34 G-BLYK(“High Tide 406") also
visited on the 1* as did S.76C G-JCBJ(“JCB 2"), the latter night stopping. Lear Jet 45 G-GOMO(“Goldair
37C") was a late arrival on 6/12. Ravenair were as usual in evidence for training with Aztecs G-
RVRJ(“Raven 99T") on 6/12 and 13/11 and G-RVRW(“Raven 88T") on 8/12, 20/12 and 23/12. Also on
training details, 8/12 and 20/12, was PA-34 Seneca G-JDBC("Jaydee 43W"). Arriving from Oxford on
7/12 was PA-34 G-HTRL("Air Med 011") and the same evening the Greater Manchester Police MD.900
G-GMPS(“Police 151") came in and night stopped. We had a trio of King Air 200s towards the end of
the month, G-CEGR(“Cega 452") on 20/12, G-OMNH(“Saltyre 569") on 21/12 and G-FRY! (“Lonex



569") on 29/12. Two helicopters visiting Multiflight for fuel were A.109E G-ESLH("Sloane 15") on 12/
12 and Twin Squirrel G-DANZ(“Premier 02") on 22/12. Finally of note in this section is Apache G-
ARCW which visited on 12/12 from Skegness to Cranfield. This machine, which was first registered
in 1960, made a return visit on 17/12.

Military. Not a lot in this section again this month, starting on 6/12 we had 125 ZD 620("Kittyhawk
26R") arrive from Northolt before heading to Linton on Ouse. Islander ZH 536(“Ascot 7985") called in
on 8/12, for fuel whilst “on task” locally, booking in f/t Northolt. The U.S. Air Force were in evidence
on 16/12 with Lear Jet(C.21A) 84-0111(“Bursar 96"), f/t Mildenhall. And to complete the section we
had a pair of choppers, Bell 412 ZJ 234("Shawbury 89") was from and to its base on 20/12 and Sea
King XZ 586(“SRG 128") was also from and to its home, Leconfield on 27/12.

Residents. As yet unrecorded as being resident is Duchess G-BNYO, which joins the Multiflight
fleet. The aircraft arrived as long ago as 22/9 but didn’t fly again until 2/12. On 4/12 it left for Oxford
and was still away at the end of the month. Also now resident is long term visitor, Cessna 421C
N900CB. It is owned/operated by the gentleman who used to operate King Air N771SC, however it is
at present in the back of Multiflight minus an engine. Jet Provost G-JPTV went to Humberside on 4/12,
Cessna 172D G-BPVY acting as crew ferry, and has not returned. Cessna T.182T N5020A seems to
be a temporary resident as it arrived from Sherburn on 7/12, made a trip to Ostend and back mid
month, and then stayed. As it lives at a private strip near Boroughbridge presumably this will be an
arrangement for the winter. Also seeming to be resident all month were T.67M G-OPUB, normally at
Bagby, and Jet Ranger G-GBRU which has been used on training flights by Multiflight. Finally this
month, mention of Dauphin G-MLTY which is the much publicised machine recently purchased by
footballer Michael Owen. The aircraft is still being operated by Multiflight while Mr. Owen, metatarsal
permitting, is taking flying lessons. The aircraft regularly routes out to his home in North Wales and his
new estate at Bolam Lake, north of Newcastle and was even active Christmas Day.

And finally ... After over 20 years of service with the Society, editing the Leeds/Bradford movements,
Terry Sykes has retired from the post.

Apache Gen

The current issue of the Museum of Army Flying Newsletter includes a report of a talk by Staff
Sergeant Marc Condon, of the Apache Training Team. His talk included the following:

“Newspapers often speak of the London omnibus as a unit of length or height. | will introduce a new
measure of weight — the Skeeter, the Army’s first service helicopter; the Apache is thirty Skeeters in
weight and can carry a bomb load of two Skeeters under each wing — a bomb load greater than that
of the WWII B17 Flying Fortress. The Apache is only a few inches shorter in length than a Chinook!

“The firepower of the Apache is truly awesome, with a wide variety of stores in its arsenal. These
include bombs, missiles and projectiles.

A major feature of the Apache is its versatile array of sensors, catering for all weathers and times of
day — radar, tv, infra red — all are available to the crew. The crew consists of two ‘Commanders’, the
Flight Commander who, as pilot is responsible for the aircraft, and the Mission Commander, who has
overall responsibility for the successful completion of the task.

“The range of sensors presents the crew with the formidable task of interpreting the huge amount of
data available. Much of it is computer ‘digested’, presenting the information in a ‘user-friendly’ way.
Even so, a crew member needs to have differing types of information presented to each eyeball
simultaneously!

“The instrument layout is totally different from the classic array of ‘clocks’; most of the information is
presented on three computer screens and onto the helmet displays. The helmet is a space-age
version of the traditional ‘bone-dome’ and is zeroed to the aircraft as part of the crew member's
initiation process. This means that the aircraft 'knows' exactly where the crew member is looking and
can vary the in-helmet display accordingly, so that radar and infra-red displays, for example, can be
directed exactly to where the crewman is looking.

“Learning to use all of this information and high-tech control is the major part of the Apache training
programme. To be accepted onto the programme, pilots have to be qualified pilots rated as ‘above
average' or ‘exceptional’ ability.”

My comment on all of this, as | have said previously, is that the outcome of a future major battle may
depend on the skill of two sergeants!

Coupled
with further new deliveries of FlyBE Dash 8's, despite being in the depths of winter, there is quite a
lot of new kit, to keep the airliner enthusiast on their toes at the moment.

Europe'’s first airliner de-icing machine using infra-red heatwaves opened at Norway's Oslo Airport,
aiming to cut costs and protect the environment. Planes will taxi through the hangar as heatwaves
from the roof melt ice on the planes. In New York, a similar system has been in use at Newark airport
since 1999. SAS, who runs the facility, will study whether the system could save money and protect
the environment by reducing use of glycols, currently sprayed on planes for de-icing.

The 2005 U.K. airport passenger figures have been released by the CAA. Once again LBA retains
15th position, hot on the tail of Aberdeen. However as you can see, if Aberdeen is overtaken it's a big
jump to overtake the next one!

Aiir India announced plans to rationalize its fleet. For passenger routes the airline will operate 3
types: B747-400, B777 and B787. The B747-200s are leaving the fleet, 2 B747-300 Combis will
switch to operate Gulf and African routes by 2006-07 while 2 A310s will be converted to cargo
aircraft in September 2007, 8 A310s will be retired from the fleet around 2008-09. The airline is also
adding B737-800s for its Air India Express subsidiary.

British Airways regional subsidiary, British Airways CitiExpress, is to embark on a major drive to
improve profitability and compete more aggressively in the UK regions. The regional airline, to be
renamed BA Connect, will bring significant benefits to regional air travellers by offering more choice
and even lower fares with prices slashed by more than 40 per cent. BA Connect will offer:

A single class cabin on all aircraft.

High-quality, buy on board, hot and cold catering.

Year-round, changeable, one-way fares from as little as £25,

including taxes, fees and charges.

A new offering for business and frequent flyers called ‘BA Connect Plus’.

The major shake up will see restricted and non-changeable tickets disappear. All tickets will be
changeable, no matter how little they cost*. British Airways' Club Europe brand will no longer feature
on the regional services to Continental Europe. There will be two ticket types:

Two million seats will be available,
year- round, at the lowest prices. Travellers will also accumulate BA Miles on every fare.

‘BA Connect Plus’ — a non-restricted and changeable ticket with airport lounge access and
instant seat selection at the time of booking included in the price. Prices will start from £110 one-way,
including taxes, fees and charges. This fare level also allows travellers to earn Executive Club
frequent flyer points and BA Miles.

All customers will be eligible for membership of British Airways' Executive Club, as well as having
access to on-line check-in, on-line boarding pass printing, self-service check-in and a valet bag
service.

BA Connect will take to the air on March 26, 2006 and bookings will be made through the airline's
ba.com website from February 1 as well as through travel agents and the airline’s telephone
reservations centres.

EasyJet has converted options for 20 A319s into firm orders. The options are part of 120 purchase
rights the airline took when it placed a firm order for 120 aircraft in December of 2002. To date EasyJet
has taken delivery of 59 A319s with 61 more scheduled for delivery by 2008. The 20 additional
aircraft now converted to firm orders will be delivered in 2008 and 2009.

Jet2 have announced they will commence a further new service from Newcastle, to Bergen on April
24th. The airline will operate 3 flights a week, on Wednesdays, Fridays and Sundays, with a Boeing
737.

Ryanair announced it will base 5 additional B737-800s at Dublin from April 2006. With the increased
capacity the airline will launch 18 new routes from Dublin, including a service to Humberside and
increase schedules on 7 existing destinations.

Virgin Nigeria was forced to cancel its scheduled flights at Lagos during January, as the Nigerian
government forced the airline to carry Muslim pilgrims to Mecca. Affected were flights to Johannesburg
and London.

AIRCRAFT NEWS
Airbus announced a record number of orders for 2005, unexpectedly beating Boeing's tally for a fifth
~ straight year, but the European plane maker fell behind its rival on order value as sales of its larger
planes failed to keep pace. Airbus announced a review of its long-range A340 airliner in the wake of
disappointing orders.
Airbus unveiled a total of 1,055 net orders, beating its U.S. rival's 1,002, and said it delivered 378
airliners last year to Boeing's 290. Gross orders, which do not take account of cancellations, came
to 1,111, the largest number ever booked either side of the Atlantic.
The Airbus figures defied predictions that the European plane maker would lose the lead in order
numbers it took from Boeing in 2001, two years before pulling ahead on deliveries. In the 11 months
to November 30th, Airbus had reported 687 firm orders.
“We had a very busy December,” Airbus Chief Executive Gustav Humbert said at a briefing before the
announcement. Last year saw record demand for planes as air travel took off in many emerging
markets, spawning a new generation of low-cost airlines, and existing carriers upgraded fleets to
save on soaring fuel bills.
But Airbus lost its market leadership in value terms, after Boeing won 70 percent of global orders for
larger, pricier planes. Humbert said that Airbus' share of total order value, measured at catalog prices,
shrank to 45 percent last year. It was 54 percent in 2004, according to Airbus figures.
“We're not happy with this situation,” the Airbus CEO said, “and therefore we'll have a special look at
this. But there's no need to panic - one year doesn't make a trend.”
Airbus said its 2005 orders were worth $95.9 billion at list prices. According to its stated market
share, Boeing's orders came to $117 billion. Boeing spokesman Peter Conte declined to give precise
figures but said the Allrbus' qalculation was a “pretty good estimate.” Neither company discloses
actual prices agreed »_«nth airlines, which are often heavily discounted. Boeing pulled ahead on “list
price” value because it achieved a better mix of wide-body, long-range planes and cheaper, single-
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aisle smaller jets. Boeing sold 455 of the larger planes last year, representing 44 percent of its orders,
while Airbus sold 193, just 17 percent of its total.

The average list price for a single-aisle Airbus A320 or Boeing 737 is close to $60 million, less than a
third of the average list price for their wide-body cousins, the A340 and the 777, which also generate
higher profit margins.

Single-aisle planes accounted for 924 of the Airbus orders many of them booked in a December
surge of new business, boosted by China's purchase of 150 A320s during a visit to France by Prime
Minister Wen Jiabao. The A340 attracted only 15 firm orders in 2005, while Boeing won 154 orders
for its competing twin-engined 777s.

Airbus has sold the A340 as a safer bet for long-haul flights over remote areas such as the North
Pole, arguing that a four-engined plane is better able to cope with an engine failure and fly on to a
safe landing elsewhere. But rising oil prices are making the superior fuel economics of twin-engined
planes hard to ignore - and Boeing is rubbing its hands.

Orders for Airbus’ long-range, fuel-efficient A350, which enters service in 2010, two years after the
competing Boeing 787 Dreamliner also fell 28 short of the 200 target for the end of 2005. And Airbus
is not expecting any slew of new A380 sales until the superjumbo'’s entry into commercial service,
scheduled for the end of 2006.

Last year's 378 Airbus deliveries beat the company’s earlier record of 325 in 2001, and its gross
orders beat the previous all-time record booked by Boeing and McDonnell Douglas in 1989, eight
years before they merged. That year, the two airlines booked 1,106 gross orders, according to World
Jet Inventory.

Airbus said its order backlog swelled to 2,177 aircraft, worth $220 billion (€267 billion) at list prices,
and predicted more than 400 deliveries in 2006. Humbert declined to give an order forecast but said
it would be “difficult” to top 1,000 for a second straight year.

The 2005 order record beat a consensus forecast of 950, Kepler Equities analyst Pierre Boucheny
said, but the jump in December may partly have reflected a rush to finalize deals that would otherwise
have gone through in January.

Now Airbus has to build all the planes it sold, a feat that will require production to be increased rapidly
to unprecedented levels. The company plans to raise its monthly output of single-aisle jets to 32 early
next year from the current 28.5 and is rallying 600 front-line suppliers to anticipate the surge. “Itis, for
sure, a constant battle, it's not easy for the supply chain to ramp up like this," said CEO Humbert,
pledging a “special focus on supply chain management” for 2006.

Serbian born Mirijana Ivanovic will be the first woman to fly the A380. She was born in Novi Sad,
Serbia until she moved to Dubai. Mirijana will shortly begin training on the A.380, the only female to do
so and will fly for Emirates Airlines.

After almost 30 years of flying passengers across North American skies, a Boeing 737 was sunk off
the coast of Vancouver Island in British Columbia, Canada, to the cheers of hundreds of onlookers.
The retired Air Canada ‘737 became British Columbia’s seventh artificial reef and, long after it carried
millions of winter-weary Canadian tourists to Florida, it will become a tourist attraction itself.

The 100-foot airframe was winched from a barge and lowered into Stuart Channel, near Chemainus.
Within minutes divers reported a level landing on the ocean floor 88.5 feet below and the jet's four-
year journey from wreck to reef was complete.

The EU's highest court has ruled that in the event that a flight is delayed or cancelled, air passengers
should be compensated, rendering invalid a complaint made by the International Air Transport
Association (IATA) and the European Low Fares Airline Association (ELFAA).

If a flight is cancelled, the airline should offer passengers the choice of ticket reimbursement or re-
routing to the final destination. They also have the right to meals, telephone calls and a stay in an
hotel, corresponding to the distance of the flight.

Compensation is not due, however, if the airline informs passengers of the flight cancellation at least
two weeks before the departure time, if the airline provides a satisfactory re-routing, or if the airline
can prove that the cancellation is due to circumstances outside its control.

The judgement came in response to a complaint to the High Court of Justice of England and Wales by

and the European Council.

Workers at British Aerospace’s Hawarden plant watched in horror as a new £15million wing fell from
a crane and shattered. The gigantic 50-ton plane part, which had taken two months to build, was
smashed in seconds when a support chain snapped.

Workers at the plant near Chester stood in stunned silence as the 208ft wing - the length of seven
double-decker buses - lay crumpled on the giant factory floor. An Airbus insider said; “As blunders
go, it is astronomical. Everyone just fell deadly silent and people didn't know whether to laugh or cry.”
The wing was being hoisted for shipment to Germany over Christmas when disaster struck.

The damage is repairable but is estimated to cost £5 million to fix. Bosses at European-owned Airbus
had to frantically ring round workers on their Christmas holidays to ask them to come in and repair the
shattered wing.

The Chester plant - which is also building wings for the world's biggest passenger plane, the new
A380 - had painstakingly constructed the part for a Lufthansa A.340-600. The source said: “These
wings are incredibly expensive and take a long time to build, so the repair bill is going to be massive.”
