Ryanair has succeeded in persuading a small number of other low cost airlines to join forces to fomn the 
first European trade association for no frills carriers, but the venture has been boycotted by leading rivals 
including EasyJet. 

Michael O'Leary, the voluble chief executive of Ryanair which has its main operating base at London 
Stansted airport, has been seeking for several months to establ ish a stronger lobbying presence in 
Brussels for the low cost airline sector. He recently dismissed the Brussels-based Association of European 
Airlines, which is currently chaired by Rod Eddington, chief executive of British Airways, as "a waste of 
space" and a haven for the "high fare, rip-off' airlines and has pushed instead for the creation of a new 
lobby group. Ryanair will be joined by five other operators, Flybe, the UK regional low fares airline, the 
Volare group of Italy, Sterling, the Scandinavian airline owned by the Fred Olsen group of Norway Hapag-
Lloyd Express, part of TUI , the German travel group, and SkyEurope, the Slovakian no frills airline based in 
Bratislava. 

EasyJet, along with Ryanair the leader of the low cost sector in Europe, is  notable absentee from the list, 
however Also missing are: bmi baby, part of the BMI British Midland group controlled by Sir Michael Bishop, 
and Virgin Express, the Brussels-based low cost carrier owned by Sir Richard Branson. 

T h o m s o n has announced it is launching a new low-fare airline. Coventry Airport is to be the home for the 
new budget airline called Thomsonfiy.com, set up by German travel conglomerate TUI, in effect a division 
of Britannia Airways. Launched on 31=' March Thomsonfiy will offer direct services to eleven European 
destinations: Ibiza, Jersey, Malaga, Marseilles, Naples, Nice, Palma, Pisa, Rome, Valencia and Venice. 131-
seat Boeing 737-500 aircraft will be used and a new facility is currently under way at Coventry Airport 
South to accommodate the first scheduled services at the well located airport since the 1970s. Owned by 
the Air Atlantique Group, Coventry is best known for its freight activifies and is the home of Atlantic Airl ines, 
the Lockheed Electra operator. Thomsonfiy says that passengers can pre-book their seats by payment of 
£5 at the time that the reservation is made and that bookings have been heavy since they opened in early

Blue 1 has taken delivery of the last built Avro RJ100. This ends 22 years of production for the BAe146 and 
Avro RJ. 
European Aeronautic Defence and Space Company (EADS) is considering building a hypersonic airliner 
capable of fiying 7,000 miles at almost Mach 4 (twice the speed of Concorde). It's considering a partnership 
with Japan in the development of the plane, which would carry 300 passengers (almost three t imes that of 
Concorde) and make the trip from Paris to Tokyo in two hours.

You may well have seen on the news how President Bush paid  surprise visit to U.S. troops in Iraq on 
Thanksgiving Day. But how do you fiy a Boeing 747, carrying a gaggle of reporters and the U.S. President 
and his staff, halfway across the world's airspace, without anybody noticing? Well , it isn't easy. First, you 

hustle the press pool off, hush-hush, without any explanation, to the secluded, secure ramp at Texas State 
Technical College in Waco. Texas. It's Wednesday evening, the sun has set, Air Force One is dark, and the 
reporters surrender their cellphones. The flight crew had prepared for what they believed was a milk run 
to Washington for maintenance. 

President Bush arrived and climbed up the rear stairs instead of the front gangway as usual, so airport 
workers wouldn't nofice him. The plane took off at 7:25pm local t ime, without running lights and with all the 
window shades . 

Two hours later, the aeroplane touched down and rolled into a hangar at the 140,000-square-foot 
maintenance and support complex at Andrews Air Force Base, outside Washington D.C., where the 747's 
sister ship awaited. The other 747 was all fuelled and catered and ready for the lO.Shour fiight to Baghdad, 
Inside the hangar, the passengers were debarked and reboarded, and a few more journalists arrived, for 
a total of thirteen reporters and photographers. They took off again, in the dark and in secret. 

At one point during the fiight, the pilot of a British Ainways jet spotted the plane with its distinctive blue-and-
gold livery, and asked over the radio, "Did I Just see Air Force One?", After a pause, the President's pilot. Col. 
Mark Til lman, responded, "Gulfstream five". 

Why didn't the President fly in a fighter or some kind of burly attack aircraft? Probably because Air Force 
One is safer, and better equipped, than any other aeroplane out there, "Air Force One has a wide array of 
countermeasure capabilities for foiling surface-to-air missiles, some of which have never been disclosed 
to the public," defence analyst Loren Thompson told The Washington Post, "It is the closest thing we have 
to an invulnerable aircraft in terms of dealing with surface-to-air threats".

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As World War II progressed, it became almost like a floating aircraft carrier witfi an overwhelming increase 
in the number of operational airfields. It became more and more difficult to find space for airfields for training 
purposes, apart from our climatic problems of finding suitable weather for such training. These two factors 
were the germ of the idea behind the brilliantly-conceived British Commonwealth Air Training Plan (BCATP) 
under which the training  aircrew would be 'exported'  better cl imes and wider spaces. 

A number of countries became the venues for training including Rhodesia (as it then was named) and 
South Africa but, by far, Canada was the major training venue; indeed, it could be said that, in providing 
aircrew training for the majority of the rest of the Commonwealth, Canada made its greatest contribution to 
the war effort of World War II. It should be emphasised that the UK was not the only 'recipient' nation -
thousands of Australians and New Zealanders, as were, of course, thousands of Canadians! The contribution 
of 6 (RCAF) Group RAF to the effort of Bomber Command, was out of all proportion to the size of the 
population of Canada. 

At its peak, the Plan was graduating over 3,000 aircrew a month from 107 training schools across Canada. 
In all, graduates totalled more than 130,000. The main aircrew categories were pilot, navigator, air bomber, 
wireless operator/air gunner and air gunner. The types of schools operated were Elementary Flying 
Training Schools (EFTS), Service Flying Training Schools (SETS), Air Navigation Schools (ANS), General 
Reconnaissance Schools (GRS), Bombing and Gunnery Schools (B&GS), Wireless Schools (WS), a Flight 
Engineers' School (FES), Flying Instructors' Schools (FIS). Additionally, there were a number of specialist 
schools, such as Central Flying School (CFS) and Central Navigation School (CNS) and a number of Initial 
Training Schools (ITS). 

1 am proud  have been a member of The British Commonwealth Air Training Plan, albeit playing only a very 
tiny part of eight and a half hours dual on Cornells at 13 EFTS. I am also proud to have served with the Royal 
Canadian Air Force (RCAF). On the other hand, my Fleet Air Arm/Para old comrade, Karl Matthew, oft 
mentioned in these columns, completed two hundred hours on Cornells and Harvards at 13 EFTS and 31 
SFTS before his training too was terminated on the ending of the war in Europe when the Fleet Air Arm 
ceased pilot training as it was felt that they had sufficient pilots. On our return  the UK, we also found that 
they were recruiting surplus RAF pilots! 

Aircraft used in pilot training were Tiger Moth, Cornell, Finch, Harvard, Anson, Crane Oxford, Lysander 
Battle and Yale.
