L question asked by wy wife from time to time that goes tc the very heart of the
question "7hy dc I enisy watching circraft?" Most reople like to keep a record of
what they have seen. 4As time geoes by, as the number of sightings builds up, and

as one's memery fades, sc some kind of efficient recording system is neceded. Then
cne can sit down and browse through articles, reports and registers and cross check
other necsles cobservatiocns and data with one's own,

Lverybody tends to evolve their own system cf logging registrations and serials,
Lis with many other instances in life, & choice has to be made between simplicity
cnd aceuracy. If one is to be strictly esecurate and record each aircraft in exact
detail, then a great deal of time and energy will need to be spent when one goes
to a major gethering of aireraft, such as the “F4 rally. In extrenmc cases like
Oshizosh (9000 aircraft) or Davis lonthan AFS (60C0 asircraft), almost any system is
tested to its limits. So in my case some mecasure of compromise was required, and
the system that I have developed is as fcllows:

1, Record sightinpgs as seen 'in the field! in & rocket sized hord covered notebook.
In cases of wet weather or when very rarid notemaking is needed I use a rough bock
ané then transfer the notes into the field book as socon ©s procticable, DRecently

I have talen to using a small —ocket teanc recorder to dictate observations at busy
airfields and airshows as it mecans that cne can move around much more guickly and
record more infcrmation in a2 given time. You car even have sound c¢ffects too.

2. Later these obscrvaticns cre confirmed by checking against rublished registers.
o an Alr Britain member anc I like their sceries of registers very uuch. In
Gditicn I heve a 1979 US Civil register {the size of three very big tclevhonc
directories), ¢ Canadian civil register, the 3436 34T serial rublicsticn, Midland
ounties overseas Military lists and so cn. Moke nc mistolze the acguisiticn of 2
couprehensive and current register libroary is not cheap, though I wen't cdmit to
my wife, or even myself, how much it cctuclly costs. At this stoge I aote the ¢/n,
previous identitics and whetier I hove seen the lane before, and mork the sighting
in the registecr,
