Trip Round Finningley,

Z2pm Monday 15th June 1984 and 11 of us arrived punctually at the Main Gate
of RAF Finningley - a good start.

We were met by our guides Flt/Sgt Birks and
FYOfficer Robinson and, having parked our cars, were shown onto the bus for
the short trip to our first stop - the helicopter hangar, home of 22 and
202 Sgns. Search and Rescue,

Here,Sgt Garner gave us a most detailed and
interesting tour of the facility and we saw Wessex and Sea King helicopters
in various states of renair.

The facility can cater for up to 3 Sea Kings
and five Wessex at any one time, the average turn around time for a major
overhaul being 36 working days.

Also in this hangar was the Bristol Sycamoxre
(ex. E;ABTD) being the first example of the type to gain CAA certification
in 1949,

From there we crossed the airfield to the Air Traffic Control Tower.
Unfortunately due to crosswinds gusting up to 35 Knots, there was virtually
no flying but we did have a good view of the 9000'runway 02/20.

Sgt Mckay's demonstration of the new instant-~lighting for the runways
seemed to cause some confusion around the airfield as people were ringing in
to report the lighting switching itself on and off,

Downstairs in the radar room, again it was rather quiet but most
members were able to listen to the pilot of a Jet Provost which approached
and then overshot the field.

A few moments were then spent with the resident Vulcan,
allowing time for close up inspection and photography,Our next call was to
the fixed-wing maintenance facility where Dominie, Jetstream and Jet Provoet
aircraft were all undexgoing surgery.” Here,turn around is a bit faster with
overhaul for a Dominie being 23 working days every 400 flying hours.With some
20 or so of the type on the airfield the staff are kept fairly busy.

The party split into three groups so that each aircraft type could be ex-
amined ir turn., I don't know what happened but my group lost the guide twicel
We were however able to have close-up views of the workings of all three
types.

With a basic Dominie costing about £8 million and using a gallon of
fuel per mile, I think I'd have to buy something with a little more leg room.
The final stop was a Quick look in one of the hangars where resident 6FTS
Jet Provosts, Yorkshire University Air Squadron Bulldogs and Alr Experience
Flight Chipmunks were noted, along with Finningley's own display Wessex and
Sycamore helicopter,

he whole afternoon was most enjoyable and interesting and I am
sure that all those present would wish to extend their grateful thanks to
those involved in the organisation and runmning of the trin,
