Citation || N145DF on the 4th was from and to
Luton then on the 7th we were busy with N80JN again from Norwich to Waterford,Citation VII D-CNCJ
was from Padderborn as “Bavarian303",Citation X N7418F arrived from Graz and Archer Il N65JF was
Sherburn to its base at Tollerton.

King Air 200 N64GA on the 8th came in from Keflavik and the day turned out very well with other arrivals
being Corvette OY-SBT as “Northflying 072", MD600 N600PV King Air 200 N250TM from Cranfield, Hawker
800XP CS-DNN from Luton to Valencia,PA -34 Seneca NN375SA from and to Gamston,Cessna 401B
N37WC from its base over the Pennines in Blackpool,Coca Cola's Hawker 800XP N863CE from Birming-
ham and PA-31T Cheyenne N220SC as “Sark 1”. On the 9th Hawker 800XP CS-DNN arrived back with
us from Valencia along with Boeing 757 HB-IEE. Falcon 2000 CS-DNR on the 11th came from Le Bourget
and went to Rome and the King Air 300 N195AL was from Sleap and to its base at Jersey.

Netjets Citation VII CS-DNE was noted on the 16th along with Cessna 340 D-IEHP. The only foreigner of
interest on the 17th was the Corgi Toys King Air 90 N213CT whilst on the 18th Cessna 310 N37600 was
back and was joined by Gamston resident Citation N12NM. Two different foreigners on the 19th were
PA-46 N90U and the MU2 Marquise N973BB which is Jersey based. Using the callsign “Cloverleaf 2" on
the 20th was the Falcon 2000 N2112L whilst on the 21st we had the Bournemouth based Rockwell
114B N6107Y. Another Rockwell on the 22nd was the 114TC N139JV and back again on the 23rd as
“Beauport 4SL" was the Citation Bravo N198SL. Visiting two times on the 24th was the Aerostar
N601UK and joining it was the Gamston based Cessna 421C N421CA.

Two more Netjets visitors on the 25th were Hawker 800XP CS-DNK and Falcon 2000 CS-DNS joined
by Jersey based King Air 300 N195AL and Canadian Falcon 50 C-FNNC. Edra Lauren’s Beechjet 400A
N79EL was noted departing to Farnboro on the 26th,it was back on the 28th along with Gulfstream IV
VP-BKH and two more from Netjets-Hawker 800XP CS-DNO and Falcon 2000 CS-DNR. Final Netjets
aircraft of the month was Hawker 800XP CS-DNK on the 30th and winding up the month on the 31st
was the BAe 125 700 EI-RRR plus the King Air 90 F-GULM. On the military side we had the Gazell
XX437 as “Army 708" on the 6th followed by Irish Air Corps King Air 200 240 on the 16th. On the 23r.
the USAF C21A 40082 was “Clue 41" and the Islander ZG848 was “Army 352". Hercules XV221 was
“Ascot 631" on the 25th whilst on the 26th Chinook ZA682 was “Preston 2" and Chinook XD984 was
“Vortex 544", Noted on the 28th was Islander ZG848 as “Army 351" with Islander ZH536 appearing on
the following day as “Ascot 7977".

Cherokee Arrow G-SABA on the 18th may be a new resident. First noted with Futura on the 26th was
Boeing 737 400 EC-HVY ex PP-NAC.

Terry Sykes
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Without doubt the most famous aircraft ever to be
based at the Leeds/Bradford Airport was Mew Gull
G-AEXF c/n E.22. This was built as the third of five
Mew Gulls by the Percival Company in 1936 and was
originally registered to Major Allistair Millar with the
South African registration ZS-AHM and named “The
Golden City". His intention was to use it to participate
in the Schleshinger Race from Portsmouth all the way
to Johannesburg in South Africa in September 1936
but after a forced landing near Belgrade he brought it
home to sell it to Bill Humble who had it registered G-
AEXF on 18/05/1937. It was sold straight on to Alex
Henshaw who raced it throughout the 1937 summer
with success but during the winter it was put into the care of Essex Aero Ltd at Gravesend in whose
hands the original Gipsy Six | engine was replaced with a Gipsy Six R from a DH88 Comet and a slimmer
undercarriage was fitted. In this form it gained some 30mph in speed and was logged at 247.5 in the Isle
of Man race in 1938. Early in 1939 Henshaw set off from Gravesend to fly to the Cape and back solo
which took him a punishing four days and nights but gained him the record. G-AEXF was then sold by
Henshaw to Victor Vermorel of Lyons on 24/07/39 and went to Villefranche but the outbreak of World
War |l prevented it being registered in France. It was
not touched by the Germans and with the death of
Vermorel in 1945 it passed into the hands of J.Drapier
who moved it by road to Brons. Here it was finally
found by H.E.Scrope in the spring of 1950 who bought
it and restored it to G-AEXF on 23/06/50 under the
ownership of H.E.Scrope and D.E.Bianchi. After a
quick check he flew it to Blackbushe on 02/07/50
which was its first flight since 1939. Next it moved to
D.E.Bianchi’s hangar at White Waltham where it was
fully restored to finally gain a CofA on 18/06/51. Two
months later it was almost destroyed during a land-
ing accident at Shoreham but it was returned to White
Waltham where it was rebuilt with a more bulbous
canopy and received a new CofA on 08/04/53. The next owner was Nat Somers who bought it on 21/
04/53 and sold it to Adie Aviation Ltd on 30/04/54 and it then moved on to Fred Dunkerley on 24/09/54.
Since Dunkerley was busy converting the Miles Sparrowhawk G-ADNL into the jet powered Sparrowjet
he left the flying of G-AEXF to Peter S.Clifford manager of Kidlington aerodrome where it was based.
Clifford had an even higher canopy fitted and raced the Mew Gull for some years. It finally went into
storage at Barton for a while before being sold to Erest Crabtree who flew it over to its new base here
at Yeadon on 29/10/62 in formation with his Proctor G-ALFX. Two months later this Proctor was
cancelled when it donated its engine to the Mew Gull and on 25/05/63 the Mew Gull lost its undercar-
riage landing on the grass where runway 32 now sits. A new undercarriage was fitted from a Proctor,
and Ernie proudly flew the Mew Gull to Jurby on 29/05/65 for the Isle of Man Air Races. On 06/08/65 it
flew north to Teesside for the Air Races but during a practice circuit the engine blew up and a forced
landing was made. The airframe was returned to Yeadon by road where it stood engineless in the YLA
hangar for some time until finally sold for rebuild to M.C.Baraclough and T.M.Storey on 17/09/72. After
being rebuilt it was then in yet another accident when Terrier G-ASKT ran away pilotless and chewed
up a wing and part of the fuselage. After a further rebuild it then ran into a ditch down at Biggin Hill on
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w % 06/05/85. Now under the ownership of
! J.D.Penrose it received a new CofA on 03/
07/91 but was then damaged in a forced
landing near Old Warden on 17/07/91 and
moved to AJB Engineering at Milden for re-
build. It was also issued with the PFA c/n
PFA/13-10020. It currently resides with
J.D.Penrose and is kept at Old Warden. My
earliest photo shows it in the municipal
hangar at Yeadon when it visited in May
1956 for the National Air Races. It has the
race number 97 and in the backgound is the
Yeadon Aero Club Auster G-AJAS with the
race number 4. A second photo shows G-
AEXF at Jurby on 29/05/65 with no covering
on the legs of the undercarriage and sport-
ing the Proctor engine whilst the third photo is of the Mew Gull at Teesside on 06/08/65 with the Proctor
wheel spats and the racing number 68 of Ernie Crabtree. Mr Crabtree is just visible above the X in G-
AEXF on the port wing and his smaller companion is believed to be Geoffrey Sellar the Leeds/Bradford
Airport's then manager.

RAF introduced a new system of pilot training, whereby those who had successfully
completed the basic flying training course on the Jet Provost, then went on to one of three
forms of advanced flying (fast jet, multi-engine or helicopter) before being awarded their
wings. This system continues to this day, except that the Jet Provost has been replaced by
the Tucano.

Air Ministry announced that the first Ballistic Missile Early Warning Station (BMEWS) in the
UK would be at RAF Fylingdales, North Yorkshire. It would be commanded and operated by
the RAF and became operational in 1963.

RAF Vulcans took part, for the first time, in a US national air defence exercise: Exercise
Skyshield.
Aircraft of Transport Command took part in relief operations in Kenya and Somalia.

Hawker Siddeley Gnat T1 entered service with the Central Flying School (CFS) at RAF
Little Rissington, replacing the Vampire T11 as the standard advanced trainer.

Air Ministry announced that the Hawker P1127 was to be used by the RAF to gain V/STOL
experience.

A total of 600 former RFC/RNAS members attended a reception at Lancaster House to
mark the fiftieth year of British Military Aviation. On 16 June, a special anniversary flying
and static display was held at RAF Upavon to celebrate this anniversary.

A nuclear test ban treaty (US/UK/USSR) was signed in Moscow. The RAF testing base at
Christmas Island had closed in 1960.

The total front-line establishment in Fighter Command had fallen to 140 aircraft.

Valiants of Bomber Command were assigned to NATO, for the first time, in the tactical “low-
level” bombing role.

The last of the RAF’s Thor IRBM bases was declared non-operational and closed.

By the end of the year, Coastal Command helicopters had been involved in almost 400
civilian and military rescue incidents since 1 March.

A unified Ministry of Defence formed. The Air Ministry became the Air Force Department,
the Air Council became the Air Force Board and the Secretary of State for Air became the
Minister of Defence (RAF).

A new trade structure was introduced for the RAF.

Technician, Craft and Apprenticeship Schemes replaced those for Aircraft Apprentices
and Boy Entrants, which had existed since February 1920 and September 1934, respec-
tively.

Defence White Paper outlined plans for Flying Training and Technical Training Commands
to merge as a single Training Command (as was the case in 1936-1940).

Most of the RAF’s major aircraft replacement programmes were cancelled (TSR2, P1154
and HS681) in favour of ordering American aircraft “off the shelf"? (F111, F4 Phantom,
C130 Hercules).

“Our scheduled link services with major European airports are increasingly busy and holiday charter
traffic is bringing extra capacity to various routes and also adding new destinations”.

Full details of the Airport's history and commercial airline development; details of the summer 2002
charter holiday programmes and of all the new facilities in the terminal building area are contained in a
special souvenir publication “Yorkshire's Premiere Airport” now available at many newsagents - or
from the Yorkshire Post Newspaper (Tel: 0113 243 2701).

Denise, who was awarded the MBE in 1999, is Labour member for Bramley on Leed City Council and
has a long record of public service. She has also been Deputy Chair of West Yorkshire Fire and Civil
Defence Authority.

The next morning at 04.00 we set off to Liverpool where a wet and windy scene showed no less than 7
HS748s of Emerald etc, B727 and 2x 146s of TNT and the highlight for me was YL RAA — Antonov 26 of
RAF Avia. We then checked in with infamous EasyJet for the 06.00 to Amsterdam. The boarding card
clearly shows the legend "If you are late — We don't wait" and we all know from the TV program that this is
true. Unfortunately the bad weather around Amsterdam caused delays, and we were 60 mins late depart-
ing. It must be said that the flights both ways were excellent, with good in flight service, and sufficient
legroom — certainly more than Britannia! The weather was foul in Amsterdam with a freezing cold wind
and blustery showers all day.

The spotting was, however, excellent as usual from the huge, free spotters area. We saw all the current fleet
of Transavia, all the Martinair fleet except 1 MD11, all but 2 of the City Hopper Fleet, and all but 1 of the
Air Exel fleet. Northwest were well represented with 4 747s and 5 DC.10s, China Airlines gave a couple of
747s, and Asiana brought in an excellent B747-400F. All told, a further 128 registrations were added to the
book.

An article appeared in travel trade gazette on 4th June: | quote “Leeds/Bradford hopes to confirm new
routes as its annual passenger figures move towards two million in 2003, up from 1.6 million last year.
Head of Marketing and Business Development, Kate O'Hara said Frankfurt and Dusseldorf were among
the prospective routes.”

The Airport WEB site gave the following press announcement just as we closed for press.
“TOURIST RECESSION FAILS TO STOP AIRPORT'S UPWARD CLIMB

Despite the foot-and-mouth-fuelled recession, which has hit inbound tourist business hard, throughout
its extensive catchment area, Leeds/Bradford International Airport (LBA) saw the number of people
using its services in May rise to 148,927 (4.23% up on the same month last year), bringing its overall
total of passengers so far this year to 606,307.

At the same time, the total number of Inclusive Tour passengers departing the airport for sunnier climes
in a not particularly attractive U.K. Spring weatherwise, reached 69,767, nearly 10,000 more than in the
first five months of last year.

A total of 79,160 flew on scheduled services during May, 37,993 on domestic flights and 41,167 on
International schedules.

Scheduled link services with European Hub airports carried 26,928 during the month (11,548 with
KLMuk on its Amsterdam route, 4,845 with BMI on the Paris (Charles de Gaulle) service and 10,535 with
Sabena on the Brussels service.

Domestic schedule services saw BMI carry 17,388 on its Heathrow shuttle (up 4.8%), the same airline
had an increase of 10.69% passengers (2,867) on its Edinburgh service and an increase to 3,026 on
its Glasgow flights. So far this year it has flown 7,223 on its Jersey route.

British Regional Airlines saw an increase of 11.7% to 2,301 on the Southampton service (10,171 so far
this year), a total of 30,500 have flown on British European’s Belfast City link in the first five months,
8,079 have travelled with British Regional on the Aberdeen route, Manx Airlines had an increase of
9.12% on the Isle of Man service (to 3,961) and British European a 17.11% increase of the Guernsey
service.

Ryanair's Dublin route has seen 55,053 passengers in the first five months, British Regional had 20,970
on the same route.”

Good news for next summer is the return of the Tupolev Tu-154 to Leeds/Bradford. Balkan Holidays
show a Monday Bourgas service arriving at 0830 and departing at 0930.

The flight will be operated by Hemus Air, but the brochure shows the aircraft in Balkan Holiday colours
(artist impression) as well as describing the aircraft as a “Modern Tu-154M aircraft"!!!!

AIRPORT NEWS

Belfast City opened a new terminal in June as the first stage in a £30 million development for the
airport.

Birmingham has gained a third transatlantic service in the form of a New York (J.F.K.) service
operated by Uzbekistan Airways using Boeing 767-300’s. Existing services are to New York, Newark
with Continental and American Airlines to Chicago.

Newcastle has sold a 49% stake to Copenhagen Airport and entered a 15 year technical agreement
with it's new shareholder. Seven local authorities will share the proceeds of the £194.5 million deal, but
retain overall control of the airport. Copenhagen Airport managers will advise on development of
Newcastle and take seats on the board.

AIRLINE NEWS
British Airways is to merge its subsidiaries British Regional Airlines and Brymon Airways, forming
British Airways CitiExpress.

BMI has been granted 17 long haul routes from Heathrow, including Havana, Sydney and Singapore.
The airline has also received permission for a London Gatwick to Denver service, and is understood to
be considering other U.S. destinations from Gatwick until permission to fly to U.S. destinations from
Heathrow is granted.

Malev have added a Manchester to Bucharest service from July 2™. This should be of particular
interest to the enthusiast as Malev will use their Fokker 70's on the five times a week service.

OTHER NEWS

British Airline pilots are subject to increasing pressure to carry minimal fuel to cut costs, according to a
recently released report by the CAA. The Confidential Human Factors Incident Reporting Programme
(CHIRP), has logged some unpleasant comments from pilots who say they're expected to use contin-
gency fuel - meant for unexpected diversions or holds, for planned flight or ground operations time.
Coincidentally, fuel costs in U.K. have doubled over the past 18 months.

The CAA surveyed 14 airlines and found that some kept records of fuel requests by individual Captains.
The CAA noted that the impact of the lists may be due more to crew perceptions of the records
implications than to any management policies. The CAA has warned the airlines to consider the impact
of such record keeping on the company culture.

Mr Tupolev, Aleksei Andreyevich Tupolev, died on May 11" age 75. He was chief designer in his father’s
Tupolev Design Bureau. He was instrumental in the design of both the Tu-104, the world’s first passen-
ger jet, and the Tu-144, which was the first supersonic airliner to fly in the world, when it took to the
skies on New Year's Eve 1968.

In May 1991 an EL AL B747 Combi took part in “Operation Soloman” to evacuate the Falasha People of

Ethiopia to Israel.

The B747’s galleys were removed and only four toilets were left on the aircraft. Seven hundred and
sixty seats were then installed, the armrests being left in the folded position to enable six people to

occupy four seats.

This arrangement created the largest passenger load ever carried by a single aircraft, an astonishing

one thousand and eighty seven passengers!!

During the flight three babies were delivered by on board doctors and EL AL cabin crew. No statistics
are available as to how long the queue for the toilet was and if there was an inflight movie!!!
