Aerospace Museum. A further Dakota subsequently served with the RAF Transport
Flight at Farnborough and the Battle of Britain Memorial Flight.

The first block of University graduates entered the RAF College Cranwell. The traditional
cadet entry was abolished. Potential officers now complete Initial Officer Training (10T)
at RAF Cranwell.

The Defence White Paper announced that four additional Jaguar strike/attack aircraft
would be assigned to RAF Germany. It was also revealed that a replacement advanced
jet training aircraft was to be ordered. This plan developed into the Hawk, now perhaps
the world’s most successful advanced jet trainer.

Prince Charles started five months of training at the RAF College, Cranwell.

The Far East Air Force was disbanded. FEAF had provided air support for the Army and
Police in Malaya during the attempt by the communist guerrillas to seize control of the
country.

It was announced that the RAF was to purchase 132 Scottish Aviation Bulldogs as
replacements for the chipmunk with University Air Squadrons, Central Flying School and
the Primary Flying Grading Squadron. The Bulldog has recently been itself replaced with
the Grob Tutor which won out, controversially, against the Slingsby Firefly.

No 8 Squadron re-formed at RAF Kinloss as the first RAF Airborne Early Warning
Squadron equipped with Shackleton AEW2s.

Air Support Command merged with Strike Command to form one operational command
under the latter title.

The Royal Air Force Museum was formally opened by the Queen. Now regarded as one
of the best military aviation museums in the world.

Statistics indicated that Training Command had an inventory of:

65 Gnats, 25 Bulldogs, 19 Dominies, 22 Hunters, 190 Chipmunks, 195 Jet Provosts, 54
Varsities, 16 Whirlwinds and 8 Sioux.

The Gnat was being replaced by the Hawk, Chipmunks by Bulldogs, Varsities by
Jetstreams and Whirlwinds and Sioux by Gazelles.

Maintenance Command became Support Command.

The first prototype of the European designed Panavia Multi-Role Combat Aircraft (MRCA)
was first flown in Germany. It was to become the RAF’s first variable-geometry aircraft
as the Tornado GR1 destined to replace the Vulcans and most of the Buccaneers and
Jaguars.

The first of six British assembled Tornados (XX946) flew at Warton.

Most of Strike Command’s 45 squadrons were assigned to NATO's Supreme Commander
Europe (SACEUR) although some had a dual role for the Air Defence of Great Britain
(ADGB).

By this time, the only RAF bases outside the UK and North-West Europe were:

Gibraltar, Malta, Cyprus and Hong Kong.

RAF BIDS GOODBYE TO GERMANY

With the closure of RAF Bruggen the RAF has completely withdrawn from Germany, having been
based there since the end of World War |l. RAF Bruggen was built on drained marshland at the
time of the Berlin crises of 1952-53. It was positioned in Westphalia, close to the Dutch border.
The withdrawal from Germany forms part of the Strategic Defence Review and is based on the
assumption that RAF jets can operate more efficiently from home bases. Bruggen was a fighter
station operating four RAF Tornado squadrons and a Belgian squadron.

PROBLEMS WITH PARACHUTING FROM C130J!

Senior officers in the Parachute Regiment have expressed fears that their ability to launch rapid
air assaults will be undermined by safety concerns about parachuting from the new version of the
Hercules, the C130J. The concerns result from the additional thrust of the J's six-bladed propellers
and, so far, the RAF has not granted operational clearance for parachuting from the aircraft.
Sixteen are already in service from a total order of twenty-five at a cost of some £1 billion.
Further parachute tests are to take place later this year; in the meantime, the RAF has requested
that ten of the ‘old’ versions be retained for possible parachute operations. As | have noted in this
column earlier, it is most unlikely that troops will ever again be injected directly into battle by
parachute but the capability to be parachuted into a non-battle operational area (as in the Balkans)
should remain a possibility is part of the battle-plan of 16 Air Assault Brigade with its three
parachute battalions.

RAF Central Flying School (CFS), the oldest military flying training school in the world, was
traditionally based on one RAF Station. For most of its life, CFS was based at RAF Upavon with
brief sojourns at RAF Wittering and RAF Leeming, amongst others. In 1954 the decision was taken
to divide CFS into specialist squadrons, one for primary trainers, one for basic trainers, one for
helicopters, and so on.

CFS (Helicopters) started life at South Cerney in 1954, moved to Tern Hill in 1961 and finally moved
to Shawbury (Shropshire) in 1976 where it now operates alongside the Defence Helicopter Flying
School, flying Eurocopter Squirrel AS350BBs. CFS(H) at Shawbury has recently celebrated its
25th anniversary; during almost 24 of those years it operated Gazelles.

A full account of Central Flying School will be included in ‘Military Matters' early in 2002.

NEW GATWICK SERVICE

Yorkshire travellers will soon have a direct service to the South of London and Sussex, following the
announcement that British Airways will reintroduce daily flights between Leeds Bradford International
Airport and London Gatwick.

British Airways' wholly owned subsidiary, British Regional Airlines, will for the first time, operate three
flights a day between Yorkshire and the UK's second busiest airport from October 28th.

London Gatwick Airport is located near Crawley and has good road, bus and rail connections to Brighton,
Croydon, East Grinstead, Horsham, Maidstone, Reigate, Tunbridge Wells and Worthing. London Gatwick
Airport also offers rail connections into London Victoria and the City (via London Bridge) every 15
minutes, with journeys only taking 30 mins and 45 mins respectively.

Saturday services depart Leeds/Bradford at 6.45am and 2.15pm and land in London Gatwick
at 8am and 3.30pm, returning at 8.40am and 4.30pm and landing at Leeds/Bradford at 10am and
5.50pm respectively. Sunday services depart Leeds/Bradford at 2.15pm and 6.25pm and land in London
Gatwick at 3.30pm and 7.40pm, returning at 4.30pm and 8.30pm and landing at Leeds/Bradford at
5.50pm and 9.50pm respectively.

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JULY PAX FIGS

The July early August sunny spells which saw may British beaches swamped by holidaymakers on a scale
not seen for some time, had the effect of driving-up empty seat totals on charter aircraft leaving the UK
for normally packed foreign holiday resorts. Not even cut-rate bargains abroad were enough to stem the
rush to British shores.

The resultant fall in the number of passengers at UK airports in that period was inevitable, but Leeds
Bradford International Airport (LBA) was fortunate in that its supporters ensured that the total number of
passengers using the airport during the month was down only 2.09% (3,224) on the same month last

year.

It was, in fact, the only fall in the airport’s July totals since 1994 and, thanks to the “we wouldn't think of
holidaying at home" fraternity, Inclusive Tour passengers flying from LBA to overseas destinations during
the month actually increased by 7.56%, to 73,737, representing 5,184 more than the July 2000 total.

The overall total of passengers at the airport in the first seven months of this year was 912,452; which was
42,633 improvement on the same period of the year 2000.

The close down of factories and offices due to both annual holidays and recessionary effects also made
an impression on Scheduled Services. The July total of passengers using these fell by 10.00% to 77,330
against the previous July's figures.

Domestic Scheduled Service passengers this July fell by 2.46% to 39.764 whilst the International
Scheduled Service total fell by 16.81% to 37,566.

Connections with long-haul flights making for far-flung holiday destinations helped to boost bmi british
midland's Heathrow shuttle July total to 17,981 (up 13.38%), meaning that 128,148 people had been
carried on this popular service in the first seven months of 2001.

Replacing turbo-props with Embraer jets on its Edinburgh and Glasgow services paid off for bmi which
saw an increase of 13.02%, or 2,725 passengers on the former, pushing the seven month total up to
19,251. Its Glasgow flights carried 14.13% more in July (3,134), making a total of 21,089 in the seven
months. The airline's Jersey route had an increase of 1.46% in July, making a seven month total of
14,675.

Destinations across the Irish Sea proved less attractive this July with all three operators seeing falls in
passenger figures. British European’s Belfast City route was down 17.74% to 6,022. Ryanair's Dublin
service saw figures fall by 54.92% to 6,883, and British Regional’s total on the same route fell by 2.57%
to 4,922,

British European suffered an 11.31% July fall on its Guernsey flights; Manx Airlines passengers dropped
by 4.51 % on the Isle of Man service.

Results were more cheering for BA British Regional on its Aberdeen service (up 16.29% to 1,706 in July
- making a total of 11,392 in the first seven months. The same company had a welcome increase of
12.13% to 2,358 on its Southampton service, making a total of 14,725 in the first seven months.
LBA's International Scheduled Services “hub” links with three of the main Continental airports were hit
by a 16.81% drop overall in the month of July (to 37,566), making a total of 274,987 people flown on
them in the first seven months against 287,737 in the same period of 2000.

KLMuk's Amsterdam total was down by 0.31% to 11,151 against July last year; bmi's Paris (Charles de
Gaulle) figure rose by 2.11% to 5,088 and Sabena’s Brussels figure went up to 9,522 (9.84%). First seven
months passenger totals for the three on these routes were: 75,546, 33,006 and 66,549.

British Airways will increase the number of flights from Yorkshire to Dublin, operating up to six flights
each weekday from Leeds/Bradford Airport, following demand for more services from business travellers.
British Airways wholly owned subsidiary, British Regional Airlines, which started services between the
two cities last January with four flights each weekday, will add two extra flights each weekday from
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September 17th.

The additional flights will depart from Leeds/Bradford at 11 am and 7pm and arrive in Dublin at 12 noon
and 8pm. Return services will take off from Dublin at 2pm and 8.30pm with flights landing in Leeds/
Bradford at 3pm and 9.30pm.

Mike Bathgate, British Regional Airlines’ commercial director, said: “Since starting the route on January
8th, our services have proved very popular with leisure passengers, and business demand has far
exceeded our forecasts. The spread of timings with the two additional services offers even more flexibility
for those business travellers wishing to conduct morning or afternoon meetings in Dublin”.

Leeds/Bradford Airport's head of marketing and business development, Kate O'Hara, said: “We are
delighted that British Regional Airlines is showing further commitment to Leeds/Bradford by increasing
the capacity on their successful service to Dublin. This will provide an even greater choice of flights for
our customers”.

The Dublin flights are codeshared with British Airways oneworld partner, Aer Lingus, and the services
carry both BA and El flight prefixes.

As well as operating to Dublin, the airline also serves Aberdeen and Southampton from Leeds/Bradford.

AIRPORT NEWS

The new Birmingham Airport Visitor Centre re-opened on the 23 July, following refurbishment. Charges
are £1 adults and 50p children. Improved facilities including shop (lan Allen) cafe, telescopes, improved
seating and Air Traffic Control played live over speakers!!!!

A fresh row has erupted over controversial plans for an international airport in South Yorkshire just as the
Government confirmed that the long-awaited public inquiry into the 80 million pound scheme would
start in just over two months' time.

Labour MP Kevin Hughes angrily accused Manchester Airport of trying to “thwart” regeneration in
Yorkshire by opposing the proposal to convert the former RAF Finningley site near Doncaster into an
international airport.

But Manchester Airport, majority shareholder in Humberside International Airport, hit back by fielding
Humberside chairman David Teale who claimed Finningley would actually cost jobs not create them.
But in March, Deputy Prime Minister John Prescott then Transport Secretary decided to put the proposals
before a public inquiry.

However, Doncaster North MP Mr Hughes this week condemned Manchester Airport also owners of East
Midlands Airport for trying to sink the Finningley project.

Manchester Airport is wholly owned by the 10 Greater Manchester local authorities and an angry Mr
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Hughes called for an inquiry into the airport’s role as the “main objector” to the Finningley plan.

In the Commons, he demanded to know if it was “right and acceptable that a company owned by council
taxpayers in one region is trying to thwart regeneration in another”.

Mr Hughes called on Transport Secretary Stephen Byers to hold “an investigation into the use of public
funds”.

Commons Leader Robin Cook told the MP that it “certainly would be a matter of legitimate public
concern if public funds rather than proceeds of the trade of the airport were to be used in such ways" but
signalled that the best way to resolve the Finningley row was through the public inquiry.

Humberside International Airport chairman David Teale said there was “no question™ of public funds
being used as Manchester Airport was a business in its own right. He swept aside talk that Manchester
Airport was trying to thwart regeneration in Yorkshire, saying: “Finningley simply will not create the
economic benefits that are being claimed by Peel Holdings.

“In fact, Finningley will rob the region’s other airports of their existing services, thereby triggering job
losses.”

The date has been set for the long-awaited public inquiry. Local Government Planning Inspector,
Graham Self, will begin hearing evidence on September 25 to determine the fate of the development.
The inquiry will take place at Priory Methodist Church, where Doncaster councillors met for three days
last autumn to discuss the proposals. They then backed Peel Airports' plans at a reconvened meeting
earlier this year.

Matters which are to be specifically addressed include the need for an international airport, the effects
of noise and pollution and the impact on Thorne and Hatfield Moors. It is not yet known how long the
public inquiry will last.

Supporters of the airport, which could create about 7,000 jobs, feared that a public inquiry could delay
the plan by up to four years. But local MPs have said the move could actually be the fastest way of
resolving the long-running dispute over the application.

AIRCRAFT NEWS

Boeing Company and the United States Air Force have crafted a novel plan that would enable the
aerospace giant to sell its C-17 military cargo planes to private shipping companies provided the
military gets access to the fleet in times of crisis. The move comes as the United States Air Force and
other military services seek innovative ways to cover a funding shortfall for new weapon systems.
United States Air Force officials estimate this C-17 arrangement could save the service as much as $6
billion over the life of the 10 aircraft expected to be involved in the plan's first phase. Traditionally, such
cargo has been moved via ship or rail, not by such military aircraft as the C-17. Russia, however, has
been using its planes for such purposes. Boeing and the Air Force have reviewed data on the commercial
use of Russia's Antonov-124 cargo aircraft, the plane that recently carted the U.S.'s EP-3 spy plane back
from China, to get a sense for the demand for such planes.

The airlines aren’t going to get away with stuffing pax into cramped quarters for long hauls and
contributing to problems with deep vein thrombosis (DVT) - at least not if one Australian law firm has
anything to say about it.

Three suits have been filed against KLM, Qantas Airways and British Airways, and just for good measure
the lawyers included Australia’s airline safety watchdog — the Civil Aviation Safety Authority. The test
cases, which are not expected to go to trial for at least 18 months, seek unspecified damages.
