13.5.17  P4-GAS Boeing 757 London Heathrow-Astana

Upon boarding, I found both an amenity kit and headphones on my seat. These are always 
welcome on a long flight. Boiled sweets were offered before take-off, which was around 10 
minutes behind schedule. We took off to the West, before turning right and flying over North 
London and Hertfordshire, crossing the coast near Clacton. The route was then across the 
North Sea, to a point North of Amsterdam. We then flew across Germany, Poland, Belarus and 
Russia, travelling just North of Moscow. Three hours later, our arrival in Astana, was just before
dawn at 05-15. Hot towels were offered before the meal service. This was more substantial and
of better quality than average. The complimentary drinks trolley passed by several times. The 
crew and aircraft interior were immaculate.

16.5.17  P4-NAS Airbus A321 Astana-Almaty

A very comfortable flight of 1hour 20 minutes, with a complimentary quality snack and drinks 
service.  

18.5.17  P4-KCC  Embraer E-190 Almaty-Shymkent

An early morning 1 hour 10 minutes flight, once more offering a quality snack and drinks 
service. I boarded the aircraft behind a man carrying a balalaika over his shoulder. A sight not 
often seen at LBA. The eye level windows and quietness of Embraer jets, make them a 
personal favourite.

19.5.17  P4-YAS Airbus A319 Shymkent-Astana

Another enjoyable on-time flight, of 1 hour 35 minutes, with Air Astana’s reliable service. 

20.5.17 P4-EAS Boeing 757 Astana-London Heathrow

A departure at 14-45, saw us fly North-West, across Kazakhstan and Russia. We then overflew
Lithuania, The Baltic Sea, Denmark, Germany, Netherlands and enjoyed a clear view of 
Amsterdam Airport. The Dutch, Belgian and French coasts were then visible, before we 
crossed the Essex coastline, for a prompt landing back at Heathrow. During the flight boiled 
sweets, hot towels, a hot meal and snack service was provided, together with a complimentary 
bar. Everything was served in a very graceful manner. There is no doubt that Air Astana service
exceeds that of many European airlines. It was a pleasure to fly with them.

A Flight on Concorde....                Ian Hall

It was July 10th/’83 and yet another birthday, the actual number I had purposely forgotten as I 
celebrated with the family. Yes, the usual shirts, and then my wife, Elizabeth, presented me with
a very ordinary envelope, on which “Newcastle” post mark caught my eye.The previous week I 
had purchased a lottery ticket from Newcastle which did not get me a prize but put it in a pot 
which I thought yes, a consolation prize, but on later reflection I realised that was not possible 
as I had not put any personal details on it!
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What else could it be? What was the Newcastle connection and why was The Journal, the 
Tyneside local paper, clearly marked on the envelope? On opening, I found, to my great 
surprise and excitement, it confirmed a trip on Concorde on Monday. August 29th/’83.

I immediately felt why do I have to wait so long, why cannot it be tomorrow, on reflection, this 
was all part of the build-up as I crossed off the weeks to the day, and anything connected with 
Concorde brought a deeper than usual interest and I read a book written by the test pilot, Brian 
Trubshaw, obviously with a view to helping out should any of the flight crew need replacing!

We left Easingwold at 7:40am. for our journey to Newcastle airport arriving on a warm sunny 
day at 9am., I had been sent a special Concorde sticker for the car park, and we alighted to 
marvel at the beauty on the tarmac, G BOAA.

The Concorde lounge was the appointed area for all passengers for the flight to assemble, 
opening at 10am. and last check-in time was 10:30am. and by now the crowds were building 
up by the minute to see the spectacular take off and return of the magnificent plane.
Presenting my ticket I was told there would be a special coach to take us to the plane, and 
there was an air of expectancy amongst my fellow passengers, and I heard a man comment, 
“Concorde is the national health Service”, because any nation that could build a plane as good 
as that must be healthy! He went on to say how fitting it was that Concorde was in Newcastle 
where railways started and where the most powerful engine had been made (VOSPER).

Tension was building, so a last trip to the toilet, checked my notebook and pen was to hand, 
and what was that, did I hear “Boarding”, yes, no wait, only seats 14-26, rear loading only.
Soon it was security checks, a man holding an instrument that he traced over you, thanks 
goodness I was clear, (what no belts to remove, shoes to remove, no this is 1983!) On to the 
tarmac, and as we drew nearer to Concorde, the beauty of  it became apparent, the curvature 
of the wing beautiful,  by now climbing the steps and into the plane, a quick wave in the 
direction of where my family were.

I found my aisle seat, second row on the left, and savoured the atmosphere amid the noise of 
clicking seat belts, the cabin being larger than what I was expecting with a lot of leg room,  the 
stewardess was taking a passenger’s jacket and putting it in a wardrobe.The mach meter 
caught my eye, and I expectantly started to relax ready for the flight of a life time!

There were about five stewardesses and two stewards and they were already giving out free 
commemoration gifts, oops get that, the tell-tale quick on and off of the lights that told me the 
engines had started, and I could see the flight deck through the door that was never closed 
during the entire flight. (Oh how much different to now, over 30 years later). The safety details 
for take-off are covered, and then the Captain on the internal intercom warns us that the take-
off will be something we have not experienced before, 60mph in five seconds, and our takeoff 
speed will be 220mph achieved in 15 seconds.

We stopped at the end of the runway and I could see the full view to the flight deck, and off, the
voice shouted “Sixty”, and I was pushed back in my seat very hard, we were really moving fast 
down the runway, the voice said “180”, and within seconds we were airborne and at a very 
steep angle, with the ground disappearing fast.

Suddenly our forward movement stopped, like a brake being applied in a car, our speed was 
280mph. but because of the noise level outside, the pilot had to turn off the re-heat so causing 
our slowing up, but this would be turned back on when we were over the sea and away from 
population, and this was very noticeable like a “kick in the backside”.
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Crossing the coast at 2,000 feet and the mach meter showed .4, only one minute after take off, 
and the after burners were on, cabin staff starting to bring out the Concorde blue covers for our 
tables and knives and forks in solid silver all done up in a serviette holder.It was significant that 
the climb angle was so steep they had to support themselves to stop their bodies being sent 
backwards.The main focus of attention was the mach meter now showing .96, achieved seven 
minutes after take off and at 31,000 feet already.

Very soon the senior steward, CSO Nicholls, had taken the two passengers in front of me on to 
the flight deck with the instruction  for me and my fellow passenger to go up when the other 
passengers returned to their seats, this was going to be fantastic! Up we went, past the flight 
engineer sitting in front of numerous dials and switches, then over a crack in the floor where the
tilting of the nose was actioned, it was very tight on space, it was pointed out that we were off 
Aberdeen and about to start our circle, the “greenhouse” was pointed out, which was the nose 
area that dropped and looked just like a place where tomatoes could have been kept.

Whilst we were on the flight deck we achieved mach1, but we had to return to our seats for a 
snack of smoked salmon, beef, caviar, all washed down with champagne, an announcement 
told us that due to speed and friction heat is generated and Concorde grows ten inches.
At last the mach meter showed mach 2, or 1500mph, or twice the speed of sound, one had no 
impression of speed at all, our guide informed us that the nose cone will be 125 degrees 
centigrade, cameras now being produced to get a photograph of this speed!.

We were now at our maximum height of 58,000 feet, and my fellow passenger told me that this 
was his first ever flight, incredible to think we were eleven miles high with the dark blue sky was
the edge of space!But now we had started our descent and very soon could see boats but no 
land yet, and coming down fast, 1.5 miles a minute, and to slow us down we were told that two 
of our four engines were in reverse thrust, just like the brakes on a car.

News that the autopilot had been switched off and the pilot was flying Concorde and we were 
over Newcastle doing a slow run towards the airport, but we were told that the pilot was going 
to surprise the 10,000 people watching by coming in low, as if to land, but would keep 50 feet 
above the runway then accelerate away for a final circuit to land.

Our speed was 250 mph!

Before this, the visor had been lowered and our under carriage lowered when we were about 
four miles away from the airport.Coming in, we could see the side of the runway, then we 
accelerated fast and as we went round to reposition for landing the pilot decided to put the 
plane down, and a huge bump, he had definitely lost the bet!

We found out that Concorde’s pilot had landed the plane the previous night as it came to the 
airport, but today, the co-pilot was going to land the plane with a bet that he could do a 
smoother landing….. the pilot had won!

We were speeding along the runway and immediately the engines were put into reverse thrust 
and we gradually slowed down and came off the main runway.

The end of a day I will never forget, thanks to my wife for an unforgettable gift.

The airfield at Rufforth is split into east and west areas with the east being predominantly used 
by gyrocopters and microlights while the west is given over to gliding and the home of the York 
Gliding Centre ; http://www.yorkglidingcentre.co.uk/ and Mclean Aviation which is owned and 
operated by the eponymous Bob McLean ; http://www.mcleanaviation.co.uk/index.php . Both 
are enthusiast friendly but advanced notice of visits is preferred as is , when visiting Bob’s 
workshop , a voluntary contribution into the coffee jar which goes to the Yorkshire Air 
Ambulance !

The Gyrocopter Experience share the ‘East Side’ with York Flying Club ; 
https://www.facebook.com/yorkflyingclub/ who operate both fixed and flex wing microlights as 
well as several private owners who operate from their recently built hangars which stand on the
concrete surface of the perimeter track of this former wartime bomber airfield which now 
doubles as both a peri-track and hardstanding . The wartime control tower also still survives 
and is used as a storage yard by a local builder and whilst in a good condition the post-war 
metrological section extension has all but given up the ghost of times past and will not survive 
for much longer ! The portacabin which once doubled as the flying club office and café has 
gone and is being replaced by a newly built hangar extension were the top floor will be a new 
clubroom and below will be a hangar for an as yet unidentified twin ! The flying club have a 
strict no spotter-enthusiast policy in force and there is no access to either their hangar or apron 
except when viewed from the Gyrocopter Experience . 

The Gyrocopter Experience is a network of gyro flying schools throughout the UK but York is 
their only location which also boasts both a gyrocopter academy and gyrocopter museum . 
Visitors have always been welcome here and still are but due to the continuing theft of Rotax 
engines throughout the GA community proof of identity must now be shown to gain access to 
both the museum and hangar and although you are no longer free to walk around the aircraft 
they can still be easily seen and photographed from the museum on the first floor . No ID – no 
entry !

LEEDS/BRADFORD NEWS

Jet2 have received a flurry of new 737's in December (Pun intended !!)  G-JZBC was delivered 
after sister aircraft, and just mist the press date, arriving at Leeds on the 25th November, the 
aircraft is in the Jet2 Holidays scheme.  G-JZBE arrived at LBA on the 4th December. The 
aircraft is in Jet2 Holidays colour scheme, but as we close to press has yet to have titles 
applied.  G-JZBF was delivered into Leeds from Seattle on the 21st December. Again the  
aircraft bears the basic Jet2 Holidays scheme, but arrived without titles. A further delivery of 2 
aircraft per month are due from January to April 2018  Then a gap until deliveries commence 
again in August 

Two new routes reported from LBA are La Rochelle, once weekly commencing 26th May using 
Boeing 737-300, and LBA to Krakow  for Winter 2018 / 2019.  This service will operated twice 
weekly, but only November, December, Mid February onwards, March and April. As we close 
for press Ryanair's flights to Krakow from LBA currently only show services to end of October. 
Watch this space, maybe 2 operators of this service going head to head. 
Thomas Cook dropped a bombshell by announcing severe cutbacks on their recently 
announced plans for LBA next summer following the demise of Monarch.  So from a based 
aircraft the cull leaves LBA with just 5 flights a week. Dalaman, (Wednesday and Saturday)   
and Antalya (Thursday and Sunday) operated on a "W" leg basis, with their own Airbus A.321.  
A further destination is Palma which will be operated by Air Europa on a Monday. 

TUI meanwhile have announced 3 new routes for Summer 2018, rather interesting is the 
service to Bourgas in Bulgaria, previously only served by Balkan Holidays.  Other destinations 
are Dalaman and Malaga. All flights will weekly and  be operated by Boeing 737-800 . A 
Sunday morning Palma rotation will be operated by new Spanish charter airline AlbaStar .The 
operator used both Boeing 737-400 and 800 aircraft. It is unsure at this stage which variant will 
be used. 

It appears British Airways is cutting in half the amount of rotations it operates on the 
Leeds/Bradford to London Heathrow shuttle service. For past few years the service has been 
operated up to 20 weekly flights  (3x daily Sun-Fri & 2x Sat) using for A319 aircraft.
The schedule for summer 2018 which commences in late March shows  the route reduced to 
just 10 weekly flights  (two  daily Mon, Thu-Fri and a single  Tue, Wed,  Sat and Sun flight) 
operation still using the Airbus A319.

AIRPORT NEWS

Berlin Brandenburg airport has set a revised date of October 2020 for its opening. This is 
nearly a decade after the original 2011 planned opening and follows years of mounting delays. 
There has been no firm opening date set for the airport since it abandoned a planned 2017 
start. “As a result of the intensive discussion, a consensus was reached indicating that a 
responsible and valid assessment is now available which provides a realistic basis for further 
work until commissioning,” the board said in a statement. In addition to the aspects of the 
construction schedule and associated processing of the remaining deficiencies in building 
services, the financing issues arising from the opening date were also discussed. Berlin 
Brandenburg was developed to replace both Tegel and Schonefeld airports in the city. 
However, things have not gone to plan, leaving Berlin short of airport space. A planned 
inauguration was cancelled just weeks before it was due to open in June 2012, as a result of 
concerns over the fire-protection system.
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Multiple new target dates were subsequently set - and all were abandoned. Engelbert Lütke 
Daldrup, chief executive, Berlin Brandenburg Airport, added: “Today’s board meeting marks the
start of the final phase of the terminal’s completion, and thus the start of BER. “It is important 
that the board gave its support to the opening date of October 2020 after an engaging debate. 
“The schedule is authoritative and reliable. “This allows us to achieve both security and 
orientation.”

Cathay Pacific has  increased its flight frequency on  its direct Manchester to Hong Kong 
service with dally flights from December last year.. Marking three years since its inaugural flight
from Manchester to Hong Kong in December 2014, the service was 5 times weekly.  The 
service is operated by Airbus A.350 aircraft. 

Emirates have announced that it is to launch a new daily route from London Stansted to Dubai
(DXB) on June 8th next year. The daily route will be operated by the airline’s t Boeing 777-
300ER Outbound, flight EK33 will depart Dubai at 09:30, and will arrive in London Stansted at 
14:10.  On its return, flight EK34 will depart London Stansted at 21:10 and arrive in Dubai at 
07:05 the following day.

Jet2.com in recent schedule update filed expanded Airbus A.321 operation. In addition to 
London Stansted based aircraft, a further A321 aircraft will also be based in Birmingham, from 
mid-May 2018.

Niki have suspended  flight operations, leaving thousands of passengers stranded. Niki - 
founded by former Formula1 driver Niki Laudar - was planning to operate at least 145 flights 
per week during the winter holiday season, from Austria, Switzerland and Germany.Niki filed for
insolvency protection earlier, on the 15th December, grounding its near two dozen aircraft. 
Lufthansa has earlier scrapped plans to buy Niki after the European Commission expressed 
“deep competition concerns” about the possible deal. The German giant was in discussions to 
purchase 81 planes from the failed Air Berlin and former subsidiary Niki. However, the 
commission suggested the deal could limit choice for air travellers in Germany, Austria and 
Switzerland.
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Ryanair has backed down in a dispute with pilots and announced that it has sought 
talks to begin to recognise unions in a series of countries across Europe.  The low-
cost carrier has written to the pilot unions in Ireland, the UK, Germany, Italy, Spain, 
and Portugal inviting each of them to become the representative body for Ryanair 
pilots in each. The decision came as Ryanair pilots threaten industrial action over 
the Irish airline’s refusal to recognise unions.  Ryanair said unions in each country 
would be invited to talks as long as they establish committees of Ryanair pilots to deal
with Ryanair issues, as Ryanair will not engage with pilots who fly for competitor 
airlines in Ireland or elsewhere. Ryanair changed its long-standing policy of not 
recognising unions in order to avoid any threat of disruption to its customers and its 
flights from pilot unions during the Christmas week, the carrier said.

West Atlantic have mover their UK base from Coventry to East Midlands. It has leased
hanger space close to the DHL and Royal Mail facility at EMA. The carrier said the 
move was a requirement to accommodate its expanding fleet of Boeing 737's.

AIRCRAFT NEWS

Two more major airlines have withdrawn the Boeing 747 from service. United Airlines withdrew 
the type from service on November 7th, recreating the 1st '747 flight it operated back in 1970 
between San Francisco and Honolulu.  The crew wore retro uniforms, and the flight featured a 
1970's menu.Delta  ceased scheduled operation of the Boeing 747 on December 17th with 
flight DL154 from Seoul to Detroit. However the airline kept the type in service to the end of 
December flying ad hoc charters. 

Airbus, Rolls-Royce, and Siemens have formed a partnership which aims at developing a near-
term flight demonstrator which will be a significant step forward in hybrid-electric propulsion for 
commercial aircraft. The three companies together announced the ground-breaking 
collaboration, bringing together some of the world’s foremost experts in electrical and 
propulsion technologies, at the Royal Aeronautical Society in London. The E-Fan X hybrid-
electric technology demonstrator is anticipated to fly in 2020 following a comprehensive ground
test campaign, provisionally on a BAe 146 flying testbed, with one of the aircraft’s four gas 
turbine engines replaced by a two-megawatt electric motor. Provisions will be made to replace 
a second gas turbine with an electric motor once system maturity has been proven.
“The E-Fan X is an important next step in our goal of making electric flight a reality in the 
foreseeable future.  “The lessons we learned from a long history of electric flight demonstrators,
starting with the Cri-Cri, including the e-Genius, E-Star, and culminating most recently with the 
E-Fan 1.2, as well as the fruits of the E-Aircraft Systems House collaboration with Siemens, will
pave the way to a hybrid single-aisle commercial aircraft that is safe, efficient, and cost-
effective,” said Paul Eremenko, Airbus chief technology officer. 

“We see hybrid-electric propulsion as a compelling technology for the future of aviation.” The 
E-Fan X demonstrator will explore the challenges of high-power propulsion systems, such as 
thermal effects, electric thrust management, altitude and dynamic effects on electric systems 
and electromagnetic compatibility issues. The objective is to push and mature the technology, 
performance, safety and reliability enabling quick progress on the hybrid electric technology. 
The programme also aims at establishing the requirements for future certification of electrically 
powered aircraft while training a new generation of designers and engineers to bring hybrid-
electric commercial aircraft one step closer to reality. As part of the E-Fan X programme, 
Airbus, Rolls-Royce, and Siemens will each contribute with their extensive experience and 
know-how in their respective fields of expertise.Airbus will be responsible for overall integration 
as well as the control architecture of the hybrid-electric propulsion system and batteries, and its
