David Valentine R.I.P.... Jim Stanfield

By the time you read this many of you will have heard of the death of our Treasurer, David
Valentine. Once again | find myself penning a some words about a stalwart of Air Yorkshire.

David took over as Treasurer on his retirement from the “day-job” with the Midland Bank in
Horsforth way back in the twentieth century; my records tell me 1994 to be precise. He
continued in this role until his untimely death in May. Such was his longevity in the role, he
served as Treasurer under four Chairmen.

He holds two records for the Society; he is the longest serving Treasurer and also the longest
continuously serving member of the Air Yorkshire Committee.

His wife, Pauline assisted him for many years and also filled the twin role of magazine
distribution and membership registrar. Together they would envelope, address and stamp the
magazines, for the post, while watching their favourite TV programmes. New members to the
Committee would quickly learn that trying to contact D and P while the “soaps” were on was a
challenge, but if you left a message a reply was guaranteed.

Their home was also the venue for Committee meetings for many years and a very welcoming
and comfortable venue it was. David was the quiet man of the meetings, certainly “a man of
few words”.

When | became Secretary it proved handy to have the Treasurer living a short walk away in the
next street and this proximity worked well and helped me with communication. | was able to
easily drop the necessary regular many items through his letter-box and often stay for chat.

His interest in Leeds/Bradford Airport was unshakeable and he kept detailed records of Airport
movements carefully crafted in his own hand writing. This attention to detail was reflected in the
meticulous financial record he kept for the Society. A full financial statement was produced for
the Committee to consider in October of each year, prior to examination by members at the
AGM.

His service to Air Yorkshire was rightly acknowledged in recent years by the award of the
Chairman's Trophy.

So, 1994 to 2019, | make that twenty-five years service to Air Yorkshire. It is a stunning effort
and one that will be hard to match.

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Ryanair 50 Flights (Not out!).... bave Wooler

As those members who attend the informal meetings on a Tuesday morning, at The Multifllight
cafe will know, | am a big user of Ryanair, and in particular a fan of their low fares. Quite often
certain members accuse me of been O'Learys biggest fan, having a major shareholding etc in
the airline, etc. etc., non of which is true,

When asked actually how many flights with Ryanair | had done, | had to confess | had no idea,
but as | keep a log of all my flights | would check up. Surprise, surprise when | did the
calculation it came to 48 flights. Coupled with the fact | had a further return journey booked with
Ryanair, this would take me to 50 flights. When | mentioned this, Jim Stanfield immediately
suggested | should write an article for the magazine about this achievement. | thought this was
a good idea, but then, also thought how the 'eck am | going to waffle on about 50 odd flights
and make it an interesting read. So | thought a little bit about some of the places I've visited,
and adding a little about my experiences, might just put some meat on the bones. So here we
go, | do hope you find it an interesting read.

| was already up to 56 powered flights, before | even sampled to delights of Ryanair. My log
shows my first experience of Ryanair was a day return to Dublin on the 31st January 2004.
However the flights were not on Irish registered aircraft, but infact on Icelandic registered
Boeing 737 Srs 400's. TF-ELD took us to Dublin and TF-ELV brought us back. The day was
spend in the terminal at Dublin. This was before the new Ryanair pier was built at Dublin, so
one simply stayed on the piers of the old terminal, and went out, landside, a couple of hours
before the return flight, checked in (The days before electronic check in) and came back to the
gate area.

A year later in February 2005, and another day in Dublin, this time our taxi was a Ryanair '737-
200, EI-COX operating the flight both ways. Again the day was spent at the airport.

Next | was a little more adventurous and October of the same year saw family Wooler enjoying
a weeks holiday in Oslo. Routing was the Liverpool to Torp service, with EI-DCK taking us
there. Oslo was very expensive, and my memories of this trip were taking to an Australian who
had never seen snow before, and commenting you don't see any drunks, maybe because
nobody can afford to get drunk. We hired a car....from Rent a Wreck to visit the main airport at
Oslo Gardermoen. The airport also features a small museum, which also provided free Car
parking and a convenient bench on a snow covered mound overlooking the active runway. The
car turned out to be a rather battered Nissan Micro with snow studs on the tyres. However it got
us to the airport and back, and even with the parking fine ticket | collected, cost less than the
train fare from Oslo to the airport fir the three of us, would have cost. Our returning landing at
Liverpool, aboard EI-DAO, was a typical Ryanair heavy touchdown and heavy braking.
Unfortunately for the flight deck crew they shared our minibus back to the off site Car Park.
They asked if we enjoyed the flight, to which my wife replied , "Yes | just about managed to get
my face out of the seat in front after that landing and the heavy braking". The Captain quickly
pointed at the 1st officer and said "He did the landing"

July 2008 and we were on a caravanning holiday for 3 weeks in Bristol. Here | managed to get
1p tickets from Bristol to Dublin and 1p return. In those days you had to pay £1.20 debit card
booking fee, per flight. The total bill for 2, return Bristol to Dublin tickets was £4.84, my
cheapest ever flights. This was to be my 1st visit into the centre of Dublin, rather than spend
the day at the airport. However my £4.84 bargain was an expensive day out, spending £18 on
parking fees at Bristol airport, and over £100 in Dublin !!! EI-DAG operated the outbound and
EI-DHN in the inbound

Next was LBA to Dublin again, this time for a short break. We left LBA on 2nd October. Stayed



out of the City at Clondalkin, IBIS hotel. This happens to be right on the tram system for a quick
and cheap ride into town. Outbound was on relatively new EI-DPX, while return was on EI-DAN

The following year | started a cost down project, to purchase large steel fabrications for use on
static generator cooling systems for the company | worked for. We used these steel "frames" to
hold a cooling pack (Water Radiator and Intercooler) for a large 20 ltr diesel engine. We
sourced the parts from 2 companies, one located in Shannon and one in Waterford, Southern
Ireland. Between 2009 and 2015 | made 13 return flights between LBA and Dublin in
connection with this business.

A typical trip would involve flying out one day on the early morning flight. Collecting a hire car,
fighting round the Dublin Orbital motorway in the morning rush hour (The M50) and heading
down the M7 towards Limerick and Shannon. During my earlier visits the M7 was not complete
and soon turned to an ordinary road once you left the outskirts of Dublin. The road was a quite
wide, single carriageway road. Everybody drove towards the centreline of the road, but if a
faster car came up, drivers simply moved towards the kerb side and allowed the faster vehicle
to pass, a system that worked well. We were advised to avoid Limerick and take the Irish "R"
roads to skirt round. Our Irish contacts provided us with a map, and said you will be O.K. the
"R" roads are like UK's "B" roads. Well | don't know what B roads they had used in U.K. but you
could normally squeeze past another car, but meeting an oncoming tractor was a major

issue I As time went on the Irish Motorway system improved. The locals know the motorway
network as the spider as Dublin is the body and the motorways fan out from Dublin like Spiders
legs. It obviously looses something in translation as anything to the East side of Dublin is in
The Irish Sea, so really it's only 1/2 a spider. Eventually the motorway was built that bypassed
Limerick and tunnelled under The River Shannon. This part of the motorway became a toll
motorway. It always made me laugh, when you paid the toll, as well as a receipt, you were
given a booklet, explaining how to drive on the Motorway.Following our meetings in Shannon
we made our way to nightstop in Waterford, the route taking us via Tipperary, which always led
to a sing song in the car. The route also took us past Magners Cider, which is a huge facility at
Colnmel, which also produces Boulmer Cider. Waterford is the home to the famous crystal. Our
preferred Hotel was next to the crystal factory, but we never had time for a visit. Business done
in Waterford it was back to Dublin Airport and the late afternoon/evening flight back to LBA. My
last business trip to Dublin was in February 2015, and | retired from work in July 2015 after 36
years with the company | worked for.

Time has moved on, and our son, James, now in his mid 20's had moved out to live in
Thetford, Norfolk, with a Spanish girl by the name of Belen who he had met while on holiday in
Majorca. We were delighted when in 2014 he rang while on holiday in Belen's home town of
Malaga, to say he had just proposed to Belen and she had accepted. This led us to organise a
trip at Easter in 2015 to meet all Belen's relations. Again Ryanair proved much cheaper than
Jet2, and 1st April saw us depart LBA on EI-EVR for my 2nd only visit to mainland Spain.
Malaga is a beautiful city, and Belen's relatives live in both the centre and suburbs of this
wonderful city. The airport almost acts as a border. To the East of the airport you have the city
and small resorts which are almost English free. El Palo is recommended if you like fish, here
you sit close to the restaurants own boat that landed your chosen fish, and watch the fish
cooked on a BBQ located on the beach. However don't be surprised if the staff at your chosen
restaurant don't speak English. Of course to the West of the airport is the British strongholds of
Torremolinos, Benalmadena, Fuengirola and Marbella. Fine if you like your Spanish holiday
surrounded by other Brits, and English Pubs, selling British food. Our return trip was made on
10 day old Boeing 737-800, EI-FIF.

May 2017 and a gentlemen called Walter Frei opened a museum dedicated to Mazda Cars,
and the largest Mazda museum outside Japan at Augsburg in Germany. Some of you know |
am the proud owner of a Mazda MX5 and an active member of the owners club. In discussion



with other members, several of us expressed a desire to visit the museum. One of the
members who had a travel agent contact agreed to come up with a travel solution. This worked
out for a 3 day break at £450 per person, flying Lufthansa from Manchester to Munich. The
airfare alone, was over £200 return.| was asked if | would then like to look at finding a more
competitive option. At 1st | struggled, as low cost carriers seem not to operate between U.K.
and Munich. Then | realised Ryanair fly into Nuremburg from Manchester and Nuremburg is
about the same distance from Augsburg as Munich. Air Fare £38 return !l Holiday Inn
Express Augsburg about £110 for 2 nights accommodation. Everybody's £300 better off, and |
am the club hero "!! Flight outbound was on board, now "mature" 737-800, EI-DAL. Return
was on the same aircraft, with the same cabin crew.

A bit of a gap now while Jet2 seem to muscle in with attractive fares. A visit to Malaga in
February 2017 to help James and Belen sort out final arrangements for their wedding, and in
my wife's case a wine tasting session to select the wines for the big day. Then September 2017
back for the big day itself, again LBA to AGP with Jet2. Just as my son was about to book
flights for himself and Belen, Jet2 announce they are commencing operations from Stansted,
special offers for early booking £30 for any flight, and Malaga is on the list. Proud to say my
son was taken to his wedding by a Yorkshire based airline, despite living "Darn Sarf". A bit of a
scare with Ryanair here, as my Sons best man was due to fly Ryanair from LBA to Malaga.
This is the time Ryanair were cancelling flights due to crewing issues. The previous days flight
to that the best man was booked on was axed. Much to everyone's relief, the flight did operate
on the day he booked. My task in the days leading up to the wedding, was airport chauffeur
picking any arriving UK guests up and delivering them to their accommodation. Waiting time
took place at a superb spot at the end of Malaga's Runway 13 !!!

Now well into retirement, my wife is still working (to keep me in the manor to which | have
become accustomed) but has worked things so she no longer works any school holidays. Time
to find those cheap flights

February 2018 saw us board EI-FTV at LBA for a trip from LBA to Gdansk. A wonderful city,
and another £38 return bargain. A fantastic World War 2 museum opened in 2017, and is well
recommended (lts free on a Tuesday), yes, you guessed it, we went on Tuesday. Of course the
German seaborne invasion of Gdansk trigged the start of World War 2. Plenty of other things to
do, food, drink and transport are cheap. There is a small aircraft museum at the nearby sea
side resort of Gdiyna.

Next trip was in April, when | spotted an opportunity to fly LBA - Treviso for £46 return. Treviso
is Ryanair's version of Venice. Despite been further away from Venice than the main airport at
Marco Polo, the bus fare is actually cheaper. We loved Venice, and with a little care is not as
expensive as people make out. However the waiter was told "what to do" when we sat down in
St Marks Square for a coffee and he informed us it was a 16 euro seating charge before we
even ordered anything. We also took a ferry to the original Venice airport at Aeroporto G. Nicelli
Venezia. We were given a guided tour of the art deco terminal and grass apron, by the airport
handyman. However he explained the resident helicopter had left for a days charter, and the
aeroclub had gone to a fly-in elsewhere in Italy en mass. Outbound and Inbound flights were
both on EI-EVG.

A surprise phone call from my son one evening, shocked me, by asking if | would like to go on
a walking holiday with him.(Something he hated doing when he was a teenager on holiday with
us) Thinking he meant The Lakes or something | said Yes. He went on "I've been looking at
Andorra, you can fly Ryanair from Leeds to Girona for under £50 return, and | can get a cheap
fight form Stansted. My flight lands about the same time as yours". (Girona is one of Ryanair's
alternative airports for Barcelona) So 11th June 2018 and | was at LBA awaiting the inbound
flight from Girona (Girona LBA flights are operated by Girona based aircraft) A1 1/2 hour



delay - the longest delay I've had on Ryanair. EI-GJG arrives, just as my son rings to say he is
boarding at Stansted. The delay worked out well. When | arrived at Girona, he had got the hire
car and was waiting for his old man in arrivals.A good 3 days hill walking and we were making
out was back to Girona. Can we stop at Andorra airport for lunch? | asked, sure was the reply.
Now Andorra airport is pretty unique. 1st of all its not in the country it serves, but is located in
Spain. Only built and opened in 1982, but closed to commercial flights in 1984. Re opened to
commercial flights in 2010, there has been a few unsuccessful attempts to operate scheduled
services. An agreement between the Catalan government and Andorra, was reached in 2014 to
rename the facility Andorra—La Seu d'Urgell Airport following financial investment from
Andorra.The cafe was very nice, offered great views - of a huge, empty apron, and was good
value. My son asked where the cafe owner, where all the airliners were in Spanish. The guy
just laughed, replying the last scheduled flight was in 2015. The terminal other than the cafe
consists of a single check in desk (which of course was locked up) A few light aircraft were
present, along with a Swearingen Merlin, N125WG, which had done a wheels up landing in
April 2016. We night stopped in Girona, another very historic city. Very early the next morning,
and | was boarding EI-FZF, for the return journey arriving at LBA on time, at 08:00 in the
morning.

Next bargain from LBA appeared for October 1/2 term, as Poland again, another £38 special to
a Polish city called Wroclaw. After confirmation from Er Indoors she was happy to go to Poland,
the flights were booked. Next task was to ring one of my ex colleagues from work who was
originally from Poland. I've booked to go to Poland, but | don't know how to pronounce the
name of the place I'm going to !!! For a Yorkshire lad think of it like this, he says. What does
wood do when it corrodes, It ROTS. What's the River that runs through Otley ? The WHARFE.
If you say ROTS WHARFE you'll not be perfect, but you'll get away with it. !~ Much less
touristy than Gdansk, therefore prices were even cheaper. We were made aware of a technical
university which housed a Mig-29, a Su-22 and an An-2. Very conveniently the university was
located at the terminus of the number 4 tram service. The aircraft are located by the University
entrance, and easy to see and photograph. On November the 1st we had decided to visit the
Cathedral, and walked through a deserted City Centre. Even the Shopping Centres and major
Department stores were closed. We continued our walk to end up at the Cathedral. Here was
extremely busy. Confused we returned to our Hotel to be told the Restaurant tonight would be
closed. O.K., | enquired, just what is happening today. Well the receptionist explained,
November 1st is “All Saints’ Day” in Poland. people will visit cemeteries and churches to lay a
candle in memory of deceased family members. Everywhere is closed. That evening the only
"restaurant" we could find open was the McDonalds in the railway station. Have to say Wroclaw
is not a tourist city. While | enjoyed the break, it is not a city | have a desire to return to. So
Ryanair flight number 48, was home from Wroclaw on board EI-DWO, what was to be flight
number 49 and 50 ?7?

Were now in early January 2019, and my son rang to ask if we have any plans for February 1/2
term. None yet, | replied, struggling to find cheap flights from Leeds/Bradford. O.K., fancy
Ukraine he says. Aren't they still at war with Russia?, | reply. Where's your sense of adventure
Dad ?My son has actually visited Kiev before, for the New Year of 2016/2017. He was keen to
improve his skiing, something there is not a lot of in Rural Norfolk. Ukraine is so cheap its
actual cost less to fly there and hire an instructor, than drive to Escape and hire an instructor
there.  So flights from Stansted to Kiev, my most expensive Ryanair flights to date are booked
at £78 return, but also the longest Ryanair flight | had taken at almost 3 hours. We drove to
Thetford on the Friday and Sunday 17th February | am awaiting my 49th Ryanair flight, sat at
the pier end at Stansted, photographing................. lots of Ryanair Boeing 737's. EI-EFX is our
allocated aircraft. My wife and | had pre booked seats, James and Belen had not. It turns out
the aircraft was the emptiest | have ever seen a Ryanair flight. We had nobody sat next to us.
James had 3 seats on the back row to himself, while Belen was near the front, also with 3 seats

to herself. An early arrival at Kiev, but wait something is missing. No trumpet early arrival
announcement !!! One of the major attractions to me of Kiev was the Oleg Antonov State
Aviation Museum, located at Kiev's Zhuliany airport. This has been rated by some as the
worlds "best" aviation museum. So Tuesday, while James and Belen were skiing, we booked
an Uber taxi for the 40 minute taxi ride to the museum. Cost £2.50. Admission to the museum.
a staggering £1.50. | have not counted up how many new types of aircraft | saw here, but
certainly in double figures. 3 Tupolev Tu-22 Backfires, a highley modified Tu-134 and a Tupolev
Bear in a line was an unforgettable sight. With over 80 aircraft on outdoor display this day was
worth the journey to Kiev alone. Most soviet fighters and transport aircraft are represented,
including two Russian Navy Yak-38's (Russian equivalent of the Sea Harrier), a Beriev Be-6
and Beriev Be-12 Seaplane. The adjacent airport movements can be observed from the
museum. WizzAir are a big operator into here, along with Ukrainian airline Motor Sich,
operating domestic flights with An-24's. We also saw a Belavia Boeing 737 depart. A former
Bravo Airways MD-82 sits on the grass adjacent to the runway, engineless and with a collapsed
undercarriage. Its been left here, the exact spot it ended up , after it skidded off the runway on
landing in June 2018. | find it strange Ryanair do not use this secondary Kiev Airport.
Wednesday, James and Belen are skiing again, and we took a tour to Chernobyl. Again highly
recommended. You must go an organised tour. Its an area under the control of the military and
you pass through two check points with armed guards, You must book in advance, giving full
passport details, which are checked at each point. It's an 11 hour day, from pick up in Kiev.
Thursday saw us visit The Museum of The Great Patriotic War in Central Kiev. There are 5
aircraft displayed outside here. The attraction for me, in particular was a Lisunov Li-2, which is
a DC-3 "Dakota" which was built under licence in Russia. Other aircraft on display are a Mig-
17, Mig-21. Mig-23 and Mi-24 Hind. If you really like "splashing the cash" for the equivalent of
an extra 10 pence you can sit in the Mig-23 and Li-2. Thursday evening and we went
to watch Dynamo Kiev, play Greek side Olympiacos, in an important Europa League match.
The tickets were £3 each, and these were not the cheapest tickets on offer. So as you can see
Ukraine is very cheap. Beer was about 50p per 1/2 ltr, and eating out was very cheap. Travel
on the underground metro was by plastic token which cost around 26p for any length journey.
We used the system a couple of times. Kiev is home to the worlds deepest underground
station. The escalators typically drop around 150" and seem to go three times faster than ones
inthe UK. I! A great city | would love to return to. However not in February. Mid day
temperatures were typically between -3 and -7, and just like UK this February, they were having
un seasonally warm weather!A return flight to Stansted was made from Kiev's main Boryspil
Airport. Ryanair Flight number 50, and ironically the allocated aircraft was EI-DAO, the same
aircraft that brought us home from Oslo, on my 6th ever Ryanair flight, way back in 2005. Again
early arrival - no early arrival trumpet, is this new policy ??

Ryanair Flight 51?7 ................. Well that's now booked. Another Father / Son bonding session.
We fly out from Stansted to Rabat in Morocco in May. Cost an incredible £21 each. We have a
week exploring Morocco by train, then the ferry across to Malaga for a family do in Malaga.
From there | fly home on Jet2 back into LBA.

So as you have read, | have had some great trips with Ryanair. Longest delay 1 1/2 hours.
Don't expect the happiest cabin crews in the world. To keep costs down don't buy anything on
board, the prices are horrendous. Read the rules carefully, and keep baggage to a minimum -
avoid hold baggage when ever possible.

| accept one day its going to go wrong big time, and | may well end up stuck at LBA going
nowhere. or worse at some out of the way airport, and from reports | have read, all the staff
will disappear very quickly, leaving me not know what's going on. Is that a chance worth taking
for all those low cost flights ? At the moment | think yes, however | may have a different opinion
if it ever happens to me.
