He
recognises the early difficulties, but leads into the ever increasing
accuracy and impact of the air war on Germany. He also develops
views on the so-called moral issues.

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My Flying lesson.... Paula Denby

What a rush!

On Friday, 17" August 2018, | was lucky enough to have a dream come true, that | had
yearned for since | was 3 years old. At the age of 8 though, those dreams appeared truly
crushed when the optician told my mother | could never train to be an airline pilot, because |
had a ‘lazy’ right eye.

This didn’t stop my passion for aircraft though and over the next 6 years or so, | was the bane
of every airline in my quest for knowledge about their business, their aircraft, their routes and
any other bit of information they were prepared to give up to me. | filled exercise book after
exercise book with made up stories, information on different airliners and airlines, carefully cut
out photos and my own pictures of aeroplanes. | would sit for hours on my bike, near my
home, leaning against an old farm fence, overlooking a large meadow that fell away to reveal a
huge expanse of sky, and would wait for any aircraft that flew over. | had an old pair of
binoculars and a note book detailing anything | could see or glean from each aircraft. In time |
was able to distinguish the difference between one plane and another, even though they were
flying at cruising height.

Throughout my childhood | was fortunate enough be able to fly in many different aircraft, from
the graceful Vickers VC10, to the Sud Aviation Caravelle to the De Havilland Trident and my
dad would always ask if | could visit the cockpit - on one occasion | was so in awe, | couldn’t
say a word despite the Captain asking me questions. Sadly, these visits to the cockpit are of
course no longer allowed.

At the age of 12, my English teacher asked our class to write a project essay. |, of course
chose to write about the story of flight, complete with drawings. | came top of the class with
99%............ then puberty kicked in complete with acne and boys but the desire to be able to fly
still simmered in the background.

To be honest, | was a little nervous at the prospect of a flying lesson. I'd been given this hour’s
lesson by my sister as a Birthday present last year and had promptly burst into tears! The flight
was booked to take place at Sherburn Aero Club and I'd planned to book the lesson from June
onwards but when the weather became very hot, and | stopped seeing small training aircraft
flying over my house, | grew suspicious and Googled for a possible reason. Heat apparently
reduces air density, which in turn reduces engine performance and increases an aircraft’'s take
off run; in extreme cases making it difficult for a heavily loaded aircraft to get off the ground. |
also watched a Youtube video of someone in a small aircraft that crashed shortly after takeoff
due to this very problem. | knew | had until the end of September to take the flight, so as soon
as it cooled down early August | called Sherburn and booked my flight for the 17" of August.

I had to ring the airfield just before | left home, to check if the lesson was still going ahead. It
was very cloudy and quite windy that day, but they confirmed it was ok to still come in. | was
asked to arrive at least half an hour before. My lesson was for 2pm but | actually arrived way
before then. It was so strange but the closer | got to the flight, the more relaxed | became.
Going into reception | was greeted by 2 smiling ladies. Giving my name and handing over the
gift voucher, | was asked to complete a membership form as | had to temporarily join the club in
order to have my lesson. | was shown where the club lounge was and after getting a coffee, |
settled down facing the small apron and grassed area where various small aircraft were
parked. | knew that the plane | was flying in was an Aero AT3, the club has several of these
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aircraft, along with around half a dozen Piper PA28’s, a Cessnha 172 and a Robin aerobatic
aircraft. There were two hangers close to the club house and a further two on the other side of
the airfield. Sherburn Aero Club has a long history of flight training, regardless of whether you
are looking to gain your PPL or a commercial pilot’s licence. The club also has its own flight
simulator. The club building and surrounding areas are compact and very well organised as
well as being modern and well cared for.

A little while later, | was collected and returned to the reception area to meet my flying
instructor, Ed Bishop, a friendly, smartly dressed man, who asked me if | had ever flown in a
small aircraft before. | hadn’t, and he then explained by using a model, the basics of how an
aeroplane works, what all the outside moving parts were and the part they play in manoeuvring
the aircraft around on the ground and in the air. Ed has kindly given me permission to explain
a little of his flying history. He started to fly as a PPL in about 2004 and then later went on to
pass the ATPL airline exams and became a commercial pilot around 2011. He did his multi-
engine and instrument ratings the following year. He teaches flying purely for pleasure at
Sherburn and has been instructing there two days a week for about two and half years.

There was a brisk breeze but Ed barely seemed to notice in white shirt sleeves. He told me that
he didn’t consider teaching people to fly, as work, because he loved flying so much. After
taking some photos of the AT3 (G-SACP) we would be flying in for the next 1 hour, Ed showed
me how to get into this very compact little training plane. There were 2 seats side by side and |
sat in the ‘Captain’s’ (P1) seat whilst he sat in P2. There was of course, dual controls with foot
pedals and a control stick each. He explained all the controls and then started the aircraft.
Headsets cut out most of the noise and of course allowed us to talk to each other. Being so
small, the little aircraft felt like an extension of myself, rather than a cumbersome vehicle to be
controlled. This was going to be so good!! We taxied to line the aircraft up with the wind sock
to gauge the direction and strength of the wind. Ed explained everything in detail. He'd asked
me in the clubhouse if | wanted to just sit and watch the view or take the controls - no guesses
for what my answer was. After a short while we moved to the grass runway and after getting
permission to take off, we quickly moved over the grass, taking to the air in less than 10
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seconds. Climbing away was smooth with virtually no turbulence at all. Ed told me that the
cloud base had appeared at first to be about 3,000 feet but once in the air it appeared to be a
little higher than that. He told me that we would fly over York, York Minster and he’d also get us
to Castle Howard. He started to explain how to move the aircraft around and that when moving
the control stick | should be taking note of what makes the plane go up and down and level out.
| took the controls a couple of times and was amazed at just how sensitive this little craft was.

It was a little scary at first but just totally exhilarating, and at the same time | felt so safe and
relaxed. Once over York, he gave me time to take a number of photos of the Minster and then
Castle Howard. He then went on to describe how to turn the aircraft and how to watch for the
plane’s nose dropping slightly as turning reduces the amount of lift the plane needs to stay
aloft. Again, he allowed me to take control a couple of times and the sensitivity of the controls
again proved amazing. My hour was nearly up and Ed told me that we were flying in the
direction of the airfield to get back home and then told me - ‘it's all yours!’ to which | exclaimed
‘What!!'. After 5 minutes or so, he took back control and radioed the airfield that we were
coming home. There was absolutely no sensation of losing height whatsoever, the descent
was so smooth. All too soon the little aircraft kissed turf and all | could think was ‘where did
that hour go?’

On taxiing back to the grassed area in
front of the clubhouse, Ed told me that
| could now consider myself an
‘Aviator’ and once we returned to the
reception area | would receive a
certificate. | thanked him for a brilliant
lesson. | had told Ed that | was a
member of the AYAS and in exchange
for my certificate, | gave him one of
our 50th anniversary pens. | had had
the time of my life and it will be an
afternoon that | will never forget.

Leeds Bradford Airport is delighted to announce the next phase of its redevelopment plan.
The region’s biggest airport is planning a multi-million pound, three-storey extension to its
terminal building, that once complete, will house a transformed international arrivals process,
including immigration, baggage reclaim and customs. The extension will also accommodate
new, larger departure gates, seating areas and new retail and food & beverage outlets. Once
the new building is completed — scheduled for the end of 2019 - works will then commence on
re-modelling the existing terminal building to provide a new security central search area,
enhanced check-in facilities, and a simplification of the customer journey through the existing
departure lounge, which will also include new retail and F&B offers. We expect these works to
be complete for summer 2020. The final phase will include the construction of a new pier,
replacing the current passenger walkway with a two-storey structure, housing arrivals and
ground level, and departures being processed at additional new boarding gates on the first
floor.

As part of its redevelopment plans, the airport is inviting the people of Yorkshire to contribute to
the future development of their airport. In addition to a three-week consultation period, airport
officials will be hosting a drop-in event at the Britannia Hotel in Bramhope on Thursday 27th
September and the proposals will now go through Leeds City Council’s planning process.David
Laws, Chief Executive at Leeds Bradford Airport, said: “These really are exciting times for this
airport and we are delighted to be able to now share our plans for phase two of our terminal
redevelopment. This new extension will transform the experience for both departing and
arriving passengers whilst also adding a ‘sense of place and pride’ throughout the terminal, as
we want to play our part in creating a great first impression for inbound visitors. “A thriving
region needs a thriving airport and we hope the people of our great county will see these latest
plans as a real statement of intent as we continue to strive to create an airport Yorkshire can be
proud of. “Work continues to improve our route offering for both business and leisure services
and we hope to have more exciting announcements in the near future as we look to open up
Yorkshire to new global opportunities.”

Clir Susan Hinchcliffe, Chair of West Yorkshire Combined Authority, said: “The airport is already
a major contributor to the city region economy and we welcome this significant new investment.
“It will enhance the experience for existing and new passengers as new routes are introduced.
In turn, these will open up additional markets for local businesses" Sir Gary Verity DL, Chief
Executive of Welcome to Yorkshire, said: “This is fantastic news for Yorkshire, bringing great
benefits to both leisure and business travellers as well as the wider economy. David Laws and
his team are to be applauded for the positive changes they are bringing to Leeds Bradford
Airport. These latest plans are symptomatic of the scale of their vision and overall ambition to
make the airport one the whole county can be proud of. Passengers will soon experience an
airport truly fit for the 21st century.”

Leader of Leeds City Council Councillor Judith Blake, said: “We very much welcome these
plans for a terminal extension and improved facilities at Leeds Bradford Airport, and we look
forward to seeing them come forward for full consideration by Leeds City Council’s plans panel.
The airport is a key element of the Leeds and wider regional economy, and we are fully
committed to supporting its growth.”

Designed to offer more
choice for customers with a modern and vibrant feel, a multi-million pound development has
seen the entire departure lounge transformed with additional seating plus a range of new
shops, cafes, restaurants, bar areas and airport lounges. The region’s largest airport has also
recently been rebranded as Leeds Bradford: Yorkshire’s Airport. The Yorkshire Lounge, The
White Rose Suite and 1432 Club are three purpose built lounges with stunning floor to ceiling
runway views designed to offer a leisure, business or first-class experience.A brand new Cabin
Bar, where passengers can indulge with elegant cocktails, small plates and craft beers has
been added in addition to a complete refurbishment of the Saltaire restaurant. A dedicated area
to cater for large groups has seen the installation of The Beer House that has replaced The
Sports Bar.Coffee lovers can now sit back and relax with works now complete on a brand new
Starbucks facility offering its globally renowned coffee experience.

As well as developing its food and beverage offering, the airport has also invested in free non-
commercial seating within the departure lounge. Works on the terminal front are now complete
and include an improved Meet & Greet car-park facility, which now allows passengers to collect
their car right at the front of the terminal building. The airport’s official taxi service, Arrow Cars,
have relocated with their new office and taxi-lane now on the terminal forecourt. In March, the
airport opened its first off-site car park, Viking Airport Parking. Situated just off the airport
roundabout located on Warren House Lane, Viking ensures passengers have the smoothest
possible start to their holiday. With members of staff on hand to park customers’ cars 24/7,
shuttle buses transport passengers from the car park to the terminal in less than five minutes.
With an ambition to create an airport that matches the needs and requirements of the region it
serves and the surrounding area, panels right across the front of the terminal building have
been fully decorated with multi-coloured versions of Welcome to Yorkshire’s famous “Y” logo.
Secretary of State for Transport,

Chris Grayling, who also viewed the Airport’s new winter resilience kit and hosted a private
roundtable with a number of stakeholders during his visit to discuss a range of key regional
issues, said:“Leeds Bradford Airport is an important global gateway to Yorkshire, and this multi-
million pound development will provide passengers from all over the world with an exceptional
travelling experience to and from the region.“We are working closely with Leeds Bradford
Airport to ensure it has what it needs to offer greater choices for passengers secure further
international routes and deliver more investment opportunities as we leave the EU “And today |
welcomed discussions with local businesses and leaders on our transport investment strategy
for the region, and how we can work together to open up Yorkshire to new global
opportunities.”

Another new Boeing 737-800 has been received by Jet2, the aircraft, G-JZBO arrived LBA on
the 25th August. The aircraft is in Jet2 Holidays livery, but entered service before the
application on any logos/tail artworkJet2.com has announced additional flights to Bourgas in
Bulgaria for summer next year, with a twice weekly service on Wednesdays (From 6th Ju;y)
and Saturdays .

Birminghams, former terminal building, has been awarded Grade |l status by Historic England.
The building is a 1930s ‘Moderne style’ terminal. It was the original terminal building when the
airport first opened in 1939 and is evocative of an era when aviation was at its most glamorous.
It was designed to be an experience for passengers and spectators alike — it not only looked
elegant but also housed a public bar, tea lounge and restaurant. The striking concrete ‘wings’
playfully reflect air travel while also being functional as they provided cover for passengers
boarding beneath. Balconies hugging the bowed end of the building were for people to watch
the airport activity below, and the control tower was housed on top.Simon Richards, Acting
Managing Director Birmingham Airport, said: “We fully support the awarding of Grade Il listed
status for EImdon in recognition of this historical building’s importance within the local
community. The original terminal building when the airport first opened in 1939, itis a
celebration of our aviation history, in an era where air travel was at its most glamorous. We

Magazine for the second time in a row This came hot on
the heels of the accolade of the UK’s favourite airport, according to Saga members and the
airport’s assistance for passengers with restricted mobility was recognised by the Civil Aviation
Authority in their top rating awarded of ‘Very Good’.The airport has also taken the top spot for
UK airports in a customer service survey by the airline TUI, for this summer, seeing its best
score in the busy August month.Kate Stow, director of marketing and corporate affairs at
Doncaster Sheffield Airport, said: “The recent collection of awards illustrate that customers are
increasingly thinking about the whole journey and travel experience. Minimal queuing, spacious
facilities, your baggage returned quickly and being made to feel at ease you are what
customers are looking for at the start or end of their breaks or business trips.“Doncaster
Sheffield Airport has been consistently recognised by customers for its easy movement from
car park to aircraft, its friendly staff and relaxed atmosphere.” Doncaster Sheffield Airport has
seen a record 80 per cent growth in passenger numbers over the last three years to 1.3 million
per year and over 55 destinations now served and new long-haul flights announced with TUI to
Sandford, Florida, coupled with two new routes to Hungary and many more in the pipeline. The
airport has also seen its number of low cost seats grow to over half of the total available.

London's airports have reported a record breaking summer.

Heathrow enjoyed its 22nd consecutive record month of growth in August, as over 7.5 million
passengers travelled through the airport.Passenger numbers were 2.6 per cent higher than the
same time last year, bolstered by the August bank holiday and passengers returning at the end
of the summer season. August was the second busiest month in Heathrow’s history, with 15
separate days where the airport welcomed over 250,000 passengers. August 31st stood out as
the busiest day ever for arrivals - as 137,303 passengers arrived at Heathrow. Heathrow chief
executive, John Holland-Kaye, said: “August has been another stellar month for Heathrow with
passenger numbers and freight volumes continuing to reach unprecedented heights.”

London Gatwick’s cargo traffic soared in August, up 22.3 per cent year-on-year, as long-haul
routes continued to drive growth. Gatwick’s long-haul network grew by 18 per cent compared
with the same month last year. In what was the airport’s busiest August on record, overall
passenger numbers were up 0.4 per cent and the announcement of a new connection to
Shanghai with China Eastern — set to provide over 3,700 extra tonnes of cargo capacity -
brought Gatwick’s long-haul network to a total of 64 routes. The airport now serves 241
destinations across the globe, with several US cities seeing some of the highest year-on-year
growth in August. Stewart Wingate, chief executive at Gatwick Airport, said: “As we reach the
end of Gatwick’s busiest summer to date, August’s traffic figures are extremely encouraging,
particularly within our long-haul network. “Our ongoing cargo success story is being driven by
the soaring long-haul growth, and highlights the crucial role we play for our local and national
economies.“This will be critical in supporting the country post-Brexit, and we’re continuing to
explore the best and most sustainable ways that Gatwick can grow so that the UK can reap the
benefits of greater global connectivity.”

London Luton Airport welcomed 1.7 million passengers in August, a 3.1 per cent increase on
last year and the culmination of a record summer period during which almost five million
passengers travelled through LLA over three months. Last month was LLA’s busiest-ever
August and the 19th consecutive month that over one million passengers have travelled
through the airport. Flights were also busier than ever with an average of 93.4 per cent seats
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sold on every flight, an increase on August last year. Among the busiest flights were those to
Paphos, Venice and Tenerife. Nick Barton, chief executive of LLA, said: “The ease, speed and
simplicity of travelling through LLA has contributed to a record summer at the airport, as well as
the wide range of destinations we offer. “Our transformation is nearly complete and will
continue to support our growth.”

AIRLINE NEWS

Aer Lingus and CityJet have announced details of an agreement which builds on CityJet’s
long-established presence at London City Airport and further expands Aer Lingus’ London
schedule offering. Commencing October 28th, Aer Lingus will operate six daily round trips from
Dublin to London City Airport on weekdays, with a reduced service at the weekend. The leasing
arrangement between the two airlines, known in the aviation industry as an ACMI lease, will
see CityJet provide aircraft (namely two Avro RJ85 aircraft), crew, maintenance, and insurance
to Aer Lingus for the purpose of operating the Dublin-London City route. The aircraft in Aer
Lingus livery will be configured in single cabin layout. This expansion will enable Aer Lingus to
increase its operations between the two capital cities to up to 50 daily flights. Dublin London is
the busiest international air route in Europe.

American Airlines will introduce a new seasonal Heathrow-Phoenix service in the spring as
part of a significant reconfiguration of its UK and Ireland transatlantic programme. The daily
service will fly between March 31 and October 26, complementing partner British Airways’
existing Heathrow-Phoenix route. It will be operated by a Boeing 777-200 aircraft. American
has also added a daily Philly-Edinburgh service, flying April 2 to October 26, and a daily
Dallas/Fort Worth-Dublin service, flying June 6 to September 28.However, citing fuel prices and
competition, American will trim four “unprofitable” seasonal dailies serving the UK and Ireland.
Its long-standing Chicago O’Hare-Manchester service will cease on September 3, followed by
its Philly-Glasgow service on September 29.lts Dublin and Edinburgh services from New York
JFK will end on October 27.

British Airways will cease Boeing 767 operation's on the 25th November. The final
secheduled passenger flight will be Heathrow to Larnaca and return on this date.

FlyBE have unveiled a new livery that will be applied to all it's aircraft. The scheme offers a
"Cleaner, more modern and streamline design", compared to the existing Purple scheme.
Personally | am not a lover of the "Purple" scheme, and the fact that aircraft are still flying in the
old pre purple scheme, would suggest | am not the only one. Aircraft in the former blue and
white scheme will be the 1st to be repainted. The plan is to paint 10 aircraft a year, meaning it
will take until 2025 to complete the entire fleet.

Jet2.com has outperformed all other UK airlines for on-time performance in 13 out of the
previous 14 months, data from travel intelligence company OAG has revealed Throughout the
busy summer months of May, June and July, the leisure airline has been ranked as the best
airline in the UK for on-time performance, achieving 82.4 per cent for May, 82.6 per cent for
June and 85.4 per cent for July. Jet2.com outperformed any other UK airline by more than five
per cent in June and by almost four per cent in July. During peak periods this summer, the UK
airline has been flying over 350 flights every day to and from its nine UK bases, with a fleet of
91 aircraft in operation. Steve Heapy, chief executive of Jet2.com and Jet2holidays, said: “OAG
data is based on millions of flight records, so this is conclusive proof that Jet2.com is the most
punctual airline in the UK. “Customers want to get away for their well-deserved holidays on
time, and our teams work tirelessly to make sure that happens day in day out. “Alongside
delivering our award-winning customer service and family friendly flight times, we’re very proud
to be the most punctual UK airline.”



Jet2 will base 12 aircraft at Stansted next summer, taking seat capacity at the Essex hub to
more than 1.85 million - up 24% on summer 2018. Jet2 will fly to 36 destinations during
summer 2019. The additional capacity announced this week will be spread across Cyprus,
Turkey, the Canaries, the Balearics, mainland Spain and Portugal.From Stansted, Jet2 will now
fly daily to Larnaca and Paphos, and operate 20 weekly services to Turkey. These include daily
flights to Antalya and Dalaman, a four times weekly service to Bodrum and twice weekly
service to Izmir. It will operate nearly 30 weekly service to the Canaries - daily and double daily
services to Lanzarote and Tenerife, a five times weekly service to Gran Canaria and three
times weekly service to Fuerteventura. Jet2’s summer 2019 programme from Stansted will also
include nearly 60 weekly flights to mainlaind Spain and the Balearics, four weekly services to
Madeira, 12 a week to Faro and more than 30 to Greece across Crete (Heraklion and Chania),
Corfu, Rhodes, Kefalonia, Zante, Halkidiki and Kos.

Ryanair have revealed it's latest new destination, Exeter, Three new routes - to Malaga,
Malta and Naples - will launch in April as part of the low-cost carrier’s summer schedule.
Ryanair spokesman Robin Kiely said: “We’re pleased to announce Ryanair’s low fares have
arrived at Exeter, our newest airport and 21st in the UK. “Our three new routes to Malaga,
Malta and Naples start in summer 2019, each operating twice weekly, ensuring customers in
the Devon region can book low fare flights to the sun.” In total the airline will offer six weekly
flights from the airport, welcoming a maximum of 80,000 customers.

Norwegian is considering selling a number of its brand new Airbus A320neo aircraft before
they’ve even been delivered, Reuters reports the airline is considering selling on some of the
210 new Boeing and Airbus aircraft it is committed to through 2020. Addressing investors this
week, chief financial officer Geir Karlson said the 90 A320neos Norwegian has on order “are for
all practical purposes for sale”.Karlsen, Reuters reports, said while getting the right price would
be difficult, the airline hoped to be able to “disclose news on a transition” by the end of the year.
Norwegian’s fleet is expected to grow to around 165 aircraft this year. It is the latest in a
series of fast-moving developments at the low-cost carrier. Last month, IAG confirmed it would
not pursue a full acquisition of Norwegian after earlier this year buying up a 4.61% stake with a
view to full takeover talks.Norwegian has pledged to significantly increase its transatlantic
programme from Ireland, and will launch in Argentina later this year, likely October. It has also
put the first of its new Boeing 737 MAX aircraft into service at Gatwick, with a view to having an
operational fleet of the new Boeing aircraft of between 30 to 40 by 2022.

Qantas boss Alan Joyce has said a 20-hour non-stop London-Sydney service could be
airborne by 2022. The airline earlier this year completed the first non-stop scheduled flight between
the UK and Australia. Qantas Flight QF9 touched down in London on March 26 after its 9,009-
mile journey from Perth. That 17-hour flight though to south-west Australia looks set to be
eclipsed by a 20-hour non-stop journey to Sydney on Australia’s south-east coast.The barrier to
such a long transit has always been the ability to simply keep an aircraft in the air for an
extended period of time. Speaking to Bloomberg though, Joyce said the airline was
“comfortable” it had the vehicle to do it. Codenamed Project Sunrise, Qantas has previously
challenged Boeing and Airbus to create aircraft capable of such long distances. The London-
Perth service is currently operated by Boeing 787 Dreamliner aircraft but Joyce said the 20-
hour flight would require an aircraft configured to fly around 300 passengers and their luggage
with enough fuel in hand for headwinds and emergencies. Airbus’s A350 and Boeing’s 777X
are options, Joyce added. The world’s longest route is currently Qatar Airways’ daily Doha-
Auckland service, 23 miles further than Qantas’ London-Perth route. However, Singapore
Airlines is planning to introduce a direct Singapore-New York service, which would best this by
more than 500 miles.

TUI Airways planned Boeing 737 MAX 8 operation, is set to commence on 1st December
2018. The 737 MAX 8 will be based in Manchester for winter 2018/19 season, and the summer
2019 '737-MAX operations will be centred on Manchester, However Doncaster will receive a
weekly visit from the type, from April, operating the companies Doncaster to Palma service.

VLM has cancelled flights from London City to Antwerp at the beginning of September, after it
was placed into liquidation. The airline’s majority shareholder, SHS Aviation, voted on the 31st
August to dissolve the carrier.Earlier in August it was announced that VLM would discontinue
routes to Aberdeen, Birmingham, Cologne-Bonn, Maribor, Munich and Rostock and that it
would instead focus on business charter flights and the Antwerp-London City and Antwerp-
Zurich routes.VLM employs 85 people. Its parent company, which is 60% owned by Dutch
investors, attracted a cash injection from China in return for a 40% stake after it previously filed
for bankruptcy in 2016. A message on VLM’s website says that liquidators have been
appointed. It adds: “They are responsible for the contacts with potential buyers.”

AIRCRAFT NEWS

Cathay Pacific will donate the first ever Boeing 777 to an air museum in the US after its
retirement from commercial service. The 777-200, serial number WAQ01, first flew in June 1994
and continued as a Boeing test aircraft until 2000 when it entered service with Hong Kong'’s
Cathay Pacific. The aircraft was retired from service in May after operating 20,000 commercial
flights over almost 50,000 flight hours.The aircraft will be flown from the airline’s Hong Kong
base to the Pima Air & Space Museum in Arizona where it will join over 350 other planes on
display. “As the world’s very first 777, B-HNL holds a very special place in the history of both
our airline and that of commercial aviation,” Cathay’s chief executive Rupert Hogg said. “We
are very pleased it will soon bring enjoyment to enthusiasts at its new home in Arizona.”Cathay
said it was one of a few airlines to provide input for the 777 at the design stage, giving the
airline a unique opportunity to refine the aircraft’s features to suit its needs.Cathay is a launch
customer for the 777’s replacement, the 777X which is due to fly in the first quarter of 2019 with
deliveries expected to start in December 2019.

The first operator of a second-hand Airbus A380 will be Portuguese company Hi Fly. The A380
programme is still relatively young — the first aircraft entered service in October 2007 — and so
when construction number 006 came off lease from Singapore Airlines, after 10 years of airline
operation, its lessor looked for support from Airbus in finding a new operator.“From the
beginning we knew it would be good for us to help build a market for second-hand aircraft,”
said Catherine Bras, Airbus’ A380 business development platform leader. “We think this is a
great opportunity to show what the aircraft can do. There may be some airlines that were
hesitant to commit long-term who can now try out an A380 and see what it can do for them.
This could help create new routes and expand the market base.”After discussions with the
lessor and potential customers, a deal came together with Hi Fly, a specialist in ‘wet lease’
operations, also known in the aviation industry as ACMI (aircraft, crew, maintenance and
insurance). The company will lease the aircraft and crew to airlines who, for example, need to
replace a grounded aircraft or want additional short-term capacity to meet passenger demand.
